The City of Kingston shall provide no on-going direct or indirect funding or financial assistance (direct or indirect) for the maintenance and upkeep of the greenway paths to be built in Ladd Landing, and that any and all monies required for the upkeep and maintenance of the greenway paths including utilities be the sole responsible of the landowner and/or homeowner’s association.

The City’s only on-going contribution in relation to the greenway path amenities to be built with transportation enhancement grant fund in Ladd Landing shall be as required by law and in the form of police patrol and medical response.

L. Whereas Kingston is the only government body in Roane County that has yet to contribute to the Roane County Law Enforcement Memorial officially known as the Roane County Fallen Officers Memorial Corporation - a state chartered non-profit organization; whereas the first officer honored on the memorial is in fact former Kingston town marshal John Wester, Jr.; whereas it is fitting and proper that the city offer its financial assistance in recognizing the contribution of Law Enforcement officers past and present who have served and protected our town and its citizens; whereas the Law Enforcement Memorial is a beautiful monument fitting for all citizens of Kingston to enjoy while reflecting upon the great sacrifices made by our law enforcement officers and the great fortune we all have in living beneath the umbrella of security afforded by the dedicated and professional law enforcement officers of the Kingston Police Department; the City of Kingston City Council hereby directs the City Manager to draw a check in the sum of $2,000 in favor of the Roane County Fallen Officers Memorial Corporation to be delivered to the Memorial’s authorized representatives at the earliest opportunity. 
M. That Council create an Energy Conservation Committee (ECC) charged with conducting or causing to be conducted a complete city-wide energy audit of the City of Kingston and all city controlled entities including:
1. Reviewing or causing an independent review of the cities energy conservation polices including the city’s current use of electric power with the goal of reducing the city’s electrical power consumption;
2. Reviewing or causing a review of the cities policies on and use of city owned vehicles with the goal of reducing the city’s gasoline and diesel fuel consumption.

3. Reporting back to Council its findings and recommendations.

a.
A chairperson elected by and from city council,
b.
Three city employees each from a different city departments (recommended by the City 
Manager and confirmed by council), and;
c.
Three Kingston residents (selected from volunteers and confirmed by council).
