1. CALL TO ORDER – A Special Called Meeting of the Kingston City Council was called to order on Tuesday, June 10, 2008 at 6:45 p.m. by Mayor Beets.

3. ROLL CALL – Upon roll call the following members were present: Councilwoman DeVall, Councilwoman Ferguson, Councilman Sugarman, Councilman Williams and Mayor Beets Councilman McClure came in after roll call.  Councilman Miles was absent.  Staff present: City Manager Jim Pinkerton, City Attorney Jack McPherson, Financial Director Carolyn Brewer and City Clerk Eleanor Neal.
4. CONSIDERATION AND POSSIBLE APPROVAL OF REPLACMENT OR REPAIRS TO THE HVAC UNITS FOR THE SECOND FLOOR OF CITY HALL

A motion was made by Councilwoman DeVall, second by Councilman Sugarman to waive the bid process and accept the proposal to replace the two (2) upstairs air conditioning units in City Hall.  To purchase from Central City Heating & Air Conditioning in the amount of $12,765.00 a five (5) ton unit, 120,000 Btu gas furnaces. 
A motion made by Councilman Williams, second by Councilwoman DeVall to amend the motion to  purchase a two (2) year maintenance contract for the two (2) old units and for one (1) year for the new units for $936.00 per year or approximately $60.00 per month.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  6 Ayes

A vote on the original motion as amended to replace the air condition unit and purchase a maintenance contract passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  6 Ayes

Mayor Beets adjourned the meeting following a motion by Councilwoman DeVall, second by Councilman McClure and a unanimous voice vote by the Council.
