KINGSTON COMMUNITY CENTER

The regular meeting of the Kingston City Council was held on Tuesday, February 10, 2009 in the community center.  Mayor Beets called the meeting to order with the following members present upon roll call: Councilwoman Ferguson, Councilman McClure, Councilman Miles, Councilman Sugarman, Councilman Williams and Mayor Beets.  Staff present: City Manager Jim Pinkerton, City Attorney Jack McPherson, Finance Director Carolyn Brewer and City Clerk Eleanor Neal.

Mayor Beets announced Councilwoman DeVall had gotten married over the weekend and has moved outside the city limits leaving her seat on council vacant.

A motion made by Councilman Williams, second by Councilman McClure to add to the prepared agenda discussion of vacant council seat.  The motion failed with the following roll call vote recorded: Councilwoman Ferguson, Nay; Councilman McClure, Aye; Councilman Miles, Aye; Councilman Sugarman, Nay; Councilman Williams, Aye; Mayor Beets, Nay.  3 Ayes  3 Nays

A motion made by Councilman Sugarman, second by Councilwoman Ferguson to waive the reading and approve as written the minutes of the regular meeting on January 13, 2009.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  6 Ayes

      A.   ADOPT A RESOLUTION FOR THE PROGRAM POLICIES AND PROCEDURES FOR THE CITY OF KINGSTON’S 2009 HOME REHIBILITATION PROGRAM

A motion made by Councilman McClure, second by Councilwoman Ferguson to adopt resolution #9-2-10-1, to authorize the application of the 2009 Federally Funded Home Grant in the amount of $500,000 for housing rehab of low income households.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  6 Ayes

       B.   APPROVE EMERGENCY REPAIRS TO THE COMMUNITY CENTER ROOF AND AUTHORIZE THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE AN AGREEMENT WITH THE COMPANY OR PERSONS PROVIDING BEST PROPOSAL

A motion made by Councilman Sugarman, second by Councilman McClure to approve the repairs on the  roof at the community center and authorize the Mayor to execute an agreement with the low proposal, which was Ledford Roofing Co.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  6 Ayes

City Manager Pinkerton announced the low proposal came from the brother-in-law of Parks & Recreation Director Rick Ross.
      C.   AUTHORIZE THE CITY MANAGER TO SECURITIZE THE PRESENTLY EXISTING OUTSTANDING INDEBTEDNESS OF THE WATTS BAR RIVERBOAT COMPANY TO THE CITY THROUGH THE EXECUTION OF A PROMISSORY NOTE WITH PERSONAL GUARANTEES OF DESIGNATED PRINCIPALS OF THE WATTS BAR RIVERBOAT COMPANY
A motion made by Councilman Sugarman, second by Councilman McClure to authorize the City Manager to execute an interest bearing promissory note with the Watts Bar Riverboat Company for the existing outstanding indebtedness (from November,2007 to the termination of the agreement) with personal guarantees of designated principals.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  6 Ayes

       D.   AUTHORIZE THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE A TERMINATION OF THE AGREEMENT WITH THE WATTS BAR RIVERBOAT COMPANY, EFFECTIVE JANUARY 2, 2009, RELEASING ALL PARTIES OF FUTURE OBLIGATIONS TO EACH OTHER UPON CONDITION THAT THE WATTS BAR RIVERBOAT COMPANY SURRENDER TO THE CITY OF KINGSTON ALL OWNERSHIP AND/OR CLAIMS OF THE WATTS BAR RIVERBOAT COMPANY AND TO THE REMAINING DOCKS, FACILITIES AND OTHER PERSONAL PROPERTY PLACED AT THE HIGHWAY 58 LANDING BY THE WATTS BAR RIVERBOAT COMPANY

A motion made by Councilman Sugarman, second by Councilman McClure to authorize the Mayor to terminate the agreement with the Watts Bar Riverboat Company effective January 1, 2009; that the Watts Bar Riverboat Company surrenders all ownership and/or claims in and to the remaining facilities and other personal property placed at the Highway 58 Landing.  

A motion made by Councilman Williams, second by Councilwoman Ferguson to amend the motion that the agreement be terminated effective when the documents are signed.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  6 Ayes

The original motion as amended to terminate the agreement when the documents are signed passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  6 Ayes

       E.   APPROVE MISCELLANEOUS CHANGES TO THE KINGSTON MUNICIPAL CODE

A motion made by Councilman McClure, second by Councilwoman Ferguson to accept the changes presented by City Attorney McPherson for the recodification of the City code.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  6 Ayes

       F.   ADOPT A RESOLUTION TO REQUEST THAT THE TENNESSEE VALLEY AUTHORITY, AS A PART OF ITS PROACTIVE ASSISTANCE PROGRAM, PROVIDE FUNDING TO ENABLE THE CITY OF KINGSTON TO IMPROVE AND EXPAND ITS SANITARY SEWER PLANT; TO IMPLEMENT A LONG-TERM HEALTH STUDY; TO INSTITUTE A PUBLIC REALTIONS CAMPAIGN FEATURING DEVELOPMENT AND IMPLEMENTATION OF A RENEWABLE ENERGY PLAN AND A DOWNTOWN BEAUTIFICATION AND IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM

A motion by Councilwoman Ferguson, second by Councilman Miles to make Gallaher Road Sewer Project Phase II, Rockwood Waterline and Street paving as the priority’s for the stimulus funding.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  6 Ayes

        H.   CHANGE THE MARCH MEETING DATE FROM TUESDAY, MARCH 3, 2009 TO MONDAY, March 2, 2009

A motion  made by Councilman Miles, second by Councilwoman Ferguson to change the March work session from Tuesday, March 3, to Monday March 2, 2009.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  6 Ayes

        I.   CONFIRM THE MAYORAL APPOINTMENT OF MR. JOE CALDWELL AND MR, JIM PICKEL TO FIVE-YEAR TERMS ON THE HISTORIC ZONING COMMISSION

A motion made by Councilman McClure, second by Councilwoman Ferguson to approve the appointments of Joe Caldwell and Jim Pickel to another five year term on the Kingston Historic Zoning Commission.  These terms will expire on December 31, 2013.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  6 Ayes
       J.   AUTHORIZE THE ACCEPTANCE OF A STRIP OF LAND IMPROVED WITH A SIDEWALK ALONG THE NORTH SIDE OF LADD LANDING BOULEVARD AS SHOW ON A PLAT OF LAT BC-5, LADD LANDING @ KINGSTON DATED JANUARY 28, 2009 (DRAWING 1549) BY RICHARD A BAILEY

A motion by Councilman Miles, second by Councilwoman Ferguson to accept the strip of land along the North side of Ladd Landing Boulevard.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  6 Ayes
