A motion made by Councilman Williams, second by Councilwoman Ferguson to adopt Resolution #9-6-4, authorizing the incurrence of indebtedness by the City of Kingston not to exceed $1,000,000 by the execution with a public building authority of a loan agreement or other instrument evidencing such indebtedness, to provide funding for certain public works projects, and to fund the incidental and necessary expenses related thereto.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  5 Ayes
Mayor Beets adjourned the meeting following a motion made by Councilwoman Ferguson, second by Councilman McClure which passed with a unanimous voice vote.
