A motion made by Councilman Williams, second by Councilman White to authorize the Mayor to execute the dispatch agreement for 2009/2010 with the Roane County Emergency Communication District.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

A motion made by Councilman Williams, second by Councilman McClure to send a letter with the E-911 agreement that the council did not agree with their employees getting a raise when the other cities were unable to give raises to their employees.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call.  7 Ayes

G.   ADOPT A RESOLUTION OF THE GOVERNING BODY OF KINGSTON, TENNESSEE  IN SUPPORT OF A PROPOSED CONNECTOR ROAD FROM THE LADD LANDING SUBDIVISION TO U.S. HIGHWAY 70
