A motion by Councilman McClure, second by Councilman Collins to adopt on second reading ordinance #4-12-14, regarding the order in which the agenda for City council meeting will be prepared.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7  Ayes

NEW BUSINESS

Liquor by the drink and package stores was on the November, 2004 ballot and passed for the City of Kingston.  Ordinances and resolutions have to be passed to set up guide lines in which to operate.

A motion by Councilman Rivers, second by Councilman Sugarman to adopt resolution #5-1-4, to opt out of any extensions of hours in the City in which to sell liquor.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7  Ayes

       AND POSSSESSION OF ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES HAVING AN         

       ALCOHOLIC CONTENT OF MORE THAN FIVE (5%) PERCENT BY WEIGHT;        

       TO LEVY A PRIVILEDGE TAX AND INSPECTION FEE; TO REGULATE

       LOCATIONS OF RETAIL LIQUOR STORES AND THE OPERATION OF 

       SAME; AND TO PROVIDE PENTLTIES FOR THE VIOLATION OF THIS

A motion by Councilman Collins, second by Councilman Creswell to amend Chapter 2, Section 6, that no store be allowed within 100 feet of any hospital, church or other place of public gathering.  The motion passed with the following roll call vote taken: Councilman Collins, Aye; Councilman Creswell, Aye; Councilwoman Humphreys, Pass; Councilman McClure, Nay; Councilman Rivers, Aye; Councilman Sugarman, Aye; Mayor McKeethan, Aye.  5  Ayes 1 Nay 1 Pass

A motion by Councilwoman Humphreys, second by Councilman McClure to amend the motion that no liquor store be located within 250 feet of a church.  The motion failed with the following roll call vote taken: Councilman Collins, Nay; Councilman Creswell, Nay; Councilwoman Humphreys, Aye; Councilman McClure, Aye, Councilman Rivers, Nay; Councilman Sugarman, Nay; Mayor McKeethan, Aye.  3 Ayes  4 Nays 

A vote on the original motion as amended to adopt on first reading ordinance #5-1-4, regulating the sale, purchase and possession of alcoholic beverages using alternate in Section 14 and changing Chapter 2, Section 6 to read 100 feet from any hospital, school church or other public gathering place.  The motion passed with the following roll call vote taken: Councilman Collins, Aye; Councilman Creswell, Aye; Councilwoman Humphreys, Nay; Councilman McClure, Nay; Councilman Rives, Aye; Councilman Sugarman, Aye; Mayor McKeethan, Nay.  4 Ayes  3 Nays

A motion by Councilman McClure, second by Councilman Creswell to adjourn the meeting passed with a unanimous voice vote. 

Mayor McKeethan adjourned the meeting.
