REGULAR MEETING – KINGSTON CITY COUNCIL
MONDAY, OCTOBER 10, 2005

KINGSTON COMMUNITY CENTER

The regular meeting of the Kingston City Council was held on Monday, October 10, 2005 at 7:00 p.m.  Mayor Beets called the meeting to order with Councilman Rivers giving the invocation and Mayor Beets leading the pledge.  Upon roll call the following members were present: Councilman Cook, Councilman Creswell, Councilman McClure, Councilman Miles, Councilman Rivers and Councilman Sugarman.  Staff present: City Manager Jim Pinkerton, City Attorney Jack McPherson, Fiscal Officer Carolyn Brewer and City Clerk Eleanor Neal.

PREVIOUS MINUTES

A motion by Councilman Miles, second by Councilman Sugarman to waive the reading and approve the minutes of the regular meeting on September 13, and special called meetings on September 19,  September 26, September 27, and September 29, 2005 as corrected.  The motion passed with the following roll call vote recorded: Councilman Cook, Aye; Councilman Creswell, Pass; Councilman McClure, Nay; Councilman Miles, Aye; Councilman Rivers, Nay; Councilman Sugarman, Aye; Mayor Beets, Aye.  4 Ayes  2 Nays  1 Pass
Harriman Mayor Jerry Davis addressed council showing them a map of their growth area which did not include the Midtown area.  He said Harriman was going to vote on Tuesday to leave the Midtown area out of their growth plan and let this area be in Roane County.
CITIZENS COMMENTS

Brad Parish – he would like to see us rebuild the City in a better way; freeze new spending; develop a solid recovery plan; ask the community for help in a short and long term plan.

Doug Hagaman –  wanted to know if the tax increase would be for one (1) year only.
Arthur Rivers – insurance should not have to be paid all at once, it should be paid over a period of time.

Don White – in favor of a 5% discount for early payment on taxes and citizens over sixty five (65) get a discount if they pay early.

Mayor Beets presented a Service Award to Don White for his eight (8) years of service as the Kingston representative on the Rockwood Electric Utility Board.

CITY MANAGER

City Manager Jim Pinkerton gave a report on the cuts in the budget for 2005/06 which came to $45,302.00. 

Councilman McClure – Rockwood Electric Utility

Mr. Randy Williams, Director of Client Service with the TML Risk Management Pool gave a report to council concerning the TML Pool which carries the City’s liability, property and workers comp insurance.  Mr. Williams said the pool is a partnership of municipal governments.  Payments can be deferred but will cost more in interest.

Judy Housley passed out information on the pool and an inspection report on loss control for the City.  She said Kingston was making progress by having safety training sessions, they had had no losses in the last four (4) years.  The number of employees and experience ratings sets the premium.
OLD BUSINESS

A.  DISCUSSION AND POSSIBLE OF ENLARGING THE CITY GROWTH BOUNDARIES 

PURSUANT TO RECOMMENDATION FROM THE CITY GROWTH COMMITTEE       (AREAS INCLUDE PAINT ROCK FERRY ROAD/BUCK CREEK ROAD, HIGHWAY 

58 CORRIDOR SOUTH OF THE TENNESSEE RIVER AND MIDTOWN AREA)

A motion by Councilman Miles, second by Councilman Sugarman to approve the proposed growth boundaries map but remove Midtown area.
A motion by Councilman Rivers, second by Councilman Creswell to amend the motion to  approve the proposed growth boundary map and leave the Dunbar property on the West side of the Highway 70 bridge in our growth boundary.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

The original motion as amended to approve the proposed growth boundary map which included Paint Rock Ferry Road to Buck Creek Road; South 58 Highway and remove the Midtown area with the exception of the Dunbar property passed with the following roll call vote taken: Councilman Cook, Aye; Councilman Creswell, Aye; Councilman McClure, Aye; Councilman Rivers, Pass; Councilman Sugarman, Aye; Mayor Beets, Aye.  6 Ayes 1 Pass

B. REFER BILLBOARDS ORDINANCE AMENDMENT TO THE PLANNING COMMISSION
Councilman McClure made a motion, second by Councilman Rivers to table any action on the billboard amendment ordinance until the November council meeting.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

NEW BUSINESS
A.  APPROVE AGREEMENT WITH THE ROANE COUNTY ANIMAL SHELTER

Councilman Creswell made a motion, second by Councilman McClure to approve the agreement with Roane County Animal Shelter Authority.  This agreement will increase the cost of housing animals from Kingston from $9.00 to $10.00 per day per animal.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

B.  ELIMINATE THE MONTHLY CITY COUNCIL WORK SESSIONS

Councilman Rivers made a motion, second by Councilman Creswell to eliminate the monthly City council work session.

After discussion on the need for a work session, Councilman Rivers and Councilman Creswell withdrew their motion.

D.  DISCUSSION AND POSSIBLE ACTION REGARDING RECIPROCAL/MUTUAL AID AGREEMENTS BETWEEN THE CITY AND COUNTY

E.  DISCUSSION OF FUND BALANCE

Council discussed the fund balance and how to build it back up.  Mayor Beets will appoint a budget committee at the November council meeting.  Councilman McClure wanted a written plan of where we are, how and what we are going to do to reinstate the fund balance.  Mayor Beets said to fix it we must work together.  Councilman Creswell said we must serve the public, focus on the future and a tax increase will not solve the problem. Councilman Cook stated he wanted to represent the people in a fair, honest but in a responsible manner.  He understands that we have a budget problem, cash flow problem and a very lean budget. 
With no other items on the prepared agenda, Councilman McClure made a motion, second by Councilman Creswell to adjourn the meeting.  The motion passed with a unanimous voce vote.

Mayor Beets adjourned the meeting.
