REGULAR MEETING – KINGSTON CITY COUNCIL

TUESDAY, OCTOBER 12, 2004 – 7:00 P.M.

KINGSTON COMMUNITY CENTER

The regular meeting of the Kingston City Council was held on Tuesday, October 12, 2004 at 7:00 p.m. in the community center.  Mayor McKeethan called the meeting to order with Councilman Rivers giving the invocation and Councilman McClure leading the pledge.  Upon roll call the following other members of Council were present: Councilman Collins, Councilman Creswell, Councilwoman Humphreys and Councilman Sugarman.  Staff present: City Manger Jim Pinkerton, City Attorney McPherson, Fiscal Officer Carolyn Brewer and City Clerk Eleanor Neal.

PREVIOUS MINUTES

A motion by Councilman Collins, second by Councilman McClure to waive the reading and approve as written the minutes of the regular meeting on September 14, 2004.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

Mayor McKeethan appointed City Manager Jim Pinkerton to be the City’s representative on the Roane County Emergency Management Committee.

ADD ITEMS TO PREPARED AGENDA

A motion by Councilman Rivers, second by Councilman Sugarman to add as Item E under old business, Phase III of the Waterfront Development Plan.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

A motion by Councilman Rivers, second by Councilman Creswell to add as Item F under new business, discussion of Highway 70 (W. Race Street) between the bridge and Highway 58 South (intersection of North & South Kentucky Street).  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

OLD BUSINESS

A. SECOND READING OF ORDINANCE TO ANNEX BUNTROCK PROPERTY

A motion by Councilman Sugarman, second by Councilman McClure to adopt on second reading ordinance #4-9-14-1, to annex into the corporate limits of Kingston Parcel 32, Map 68, property on James Ferry Road belonging to Thomas Buntrock.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

B. SECOND READING OF ORDINANCE TO REZONE BUNTROCK PROPERTY

A motion by Councilman Sugarman, second by Councilman McClure to adopt on second reading ordinance #4-9-14-2, to amend the zoning map by zoning the newly annexed property on James Ferry Road R-2, residential district.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

C. MAYOR TO RATIFY CONTRACT WITH TVA ON ARC GRANT

A motion by Councilman Sugarman, second by Councilman Collins to authorize  Mayor McKeethan to ratify the contract with TVA in regards to the ARC grant received for the Rockwood Interconnect Project.   The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

D. CONTRACT FOR CITY MANAGER – JAMES W PINKERTON

A motion by Councilman Sugarman, second by Councilman Collins to approve the employment agreement between the City of Kingston and James W. Pinkerton for the position of City Manager and to authorize Mayor McKeethan to sign the contract along with Mr. Pinkerton and City Attorney McPherson.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes 

E. WATERFRONT DEVELOPMENT PLAN PHASE III

A motion by Councilman Rivers, second by Councilman Sugarman as Phase II of the Waterfront Development Master Plan is finished, that  Bullock Smith and Partners be authorized to proceed with Phase III of their contract.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

NEW BUSINESS

A. FIRST READING OF ORDINANCE TO ADOPT STATE STATUES

Kingston is interested in setting up a driver’s education course as permitted by state statute.  Attorney McPherson stated the state statutes must be adopted by City Council first.

A motion by Councilman McClure, second by Councilman Collins to adopt on first reading ordinance #4-10-12-1 to adopt certain state statutes and regulations having to do with fines and penalties.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

B.   FIRST READING OF ORDINANCE TO ESTABLISH DRIVERS SAFETY      

      COURSE

A motion by Councilman Collins, second by Councilman Sugarman to adopt on first reading ordinance #4-10-12-2 to establish a drivers education program for the City of Kingston and administered by the City Manager.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes  (a copy of Exhibit A is attached)

C.  FIRST READING OF ORDINANCE SETTING COSTS FOR MUNICIPAL 

COURT

A motion by Councilman McClure, second by Councilman Sugarman to adopt on first reading ordinance #4-10-12-3 to set costs for the municipal court by increasing the court cost to $75.00.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

D. CLOSE LOCAL GOVERNMENT INVESTIMENT POOL ACCOUNT

A motion by Councilman McClure, second by Councilman Collins to authorize the Fiscal Officer to close the LGIP account.  The balance in this account is $41.54.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

E. AUTHORIZE SWP COMMITTEE TO APPLY FOR GRANT

The Fort Southwest Point Committee is interested in continuing restoration on the fort and would like to apply for a TDOT grant to help with the costs.  This would be an 80/20 grant with the City paying 20% and TDOT paying 80%.

A motion by Councilman Collins, second by Councilman Sugarman to authorize the Southwest Fort committee to apply to TDOT for a grant to continue restorations to the fort.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

F. COUNCIL BENEFITS

A motion by Councilman Collins, second by Councilman Creswell to table any action on council benefits until they can be discussed at a work session.  The motion passed with the following roll call vote taken: Councilman Collins, Aye; Councilman Creswell, Aye; 

Councilwoman Humphreys, Aye; Councilman McClure, Aye; Councilman Rivers, Aye; Councilman Sugarman, Nay; Mayor McKeethan, Aye.  6 Ayes  1 Nay

G. DISCUSSION OF HIGHWAY 70

Councilman Rivers stated that due to the number of accidents on W. Race Street he would like for the City Manager to petition TDOT asking them to look at this stretch of highway and see if they can help with turn lanes in certain areas or to widen to a 3 or 4 lane highway.  A copy of the letter to be sent to local state representatives.

A motion by Councilman Collins, second by Councilman McClure to adjourn the meeting passed with a unanimous voice vote.

Mayor McKeethan adjourned the meeting.
