TUESDAY, OCTOBER 17, 2006 – 7:00 P.M.

KINGSTON COMMUNITY CENTER

The regular meeting of the Kingston City Council was held at 7:00 p.m. on October 17, 2006, in the Community Center.  Mayor Beets called the meeting to order with Councilman Rivers giving the invocation and leading the pledge.  Upon roll call the following members were present: Councilwoman DeVall, Councilman McClure, Councilman Rivers and Councilman Sugarman.  Staff present: City Manager Jim Pinkerton, City Attorney Jack McPherson, Fiscal Officer Carolyn Brewer and City Clerk Eleanor Neal.  Councilman Creswell and Councilman Miles came in after roll call.

4.  APPROVAL OF PREVIOUS MINUTES

Councilman McClure made a motion, second by Councilman Sugarman to waive the reading and approve as corrected the minutes of the regular meeting on September 12, 2006.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  6 Ayes

City Manager Pinkerton introduced Rick Ross, the newly hired Parks and Recreation director.

5.  CITIZEN COMMENTS:
Jess Rittenhouse discussed with council the Roane County Fallen Officers Memorial that will be built at Riverfront Park in Harriman.  They are asking for a donation and would like for Kingston to consider helping to fund the memorial.

Dave Westberg – wanted to share with council the expansion of the dock and other plans he is working on for 2007.  Mr. Westburg stated his needs a sign resolution and he has been approved for his liquor licenses.

Councilman McClure – reported on animal control.  Mr. McClure stated for his report on the REU Board, the Kingston REU office will be closed beginning November 1 from 1:00 p.m. to 2:00 p.m. and he had received the answers to the question Councilman Rivers had asked for and this would be on the November 7th work session agenda.

Mayor Beets reported the City would get to use the temporary construction strip of road under the Highway 70 Bridge; Gary Lay was appointed by the Mayor to serve a full eight (8) year term on the Kingston Regional Planning Commission.  This term will expire on October 31, 2014; He and Mr. Pinkerton met with Cathy Ingram and Bob Creswell from the RCUD concerning the Rockwood Interconnect Project.
