4.  APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Councilman Miles made a motion, second by Councilman McClure to waive the reading and approve as written the minutes of the regular meeting on September 11, 2007.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  6 Ayes

7.  OLD BUSINESS

A.  SECOND READING OF AN ORDINANCE TO ANNEX CERTAIN TERRITORY KNOWN AND DESIGNATED AS PARCEL 14.02 ON THE ROANE COUNTY TAX MAP 59 OWNED BY PICKEL PROPERTIES AND TO INCORPORATE THE SAME WITHIN THE CORPORATE BOUNDARIES OF THE CITY OF KINGTON, TENNESSEE

Councilman Sugarman made a motion, second by Councilman McClure to adopt on second reading ordinance #7-9-11-1, to annex the property on High Point Orchard Road (Ladd Landing Way) designated as Roane County Tax Map 59, Parcel 14.02.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  6 Ayes

B.  SECOND READING OF AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE ZONING MAP OF THE CITY OF KINGSTON, TENNESSEE BY ZONING NEWLY ANNEXED TERRITORY, WHICH ENTAILS TERRITORY KNOWN AND DESIGNATED AS PARCEL 14.02 ROANE COUNTY TAX MAP 59 OWNED BY PICKEL PROPERTIES, TO C-2, HIGHWAY BUSINESS DISTRICT

Councilman Sugarman made a motion, second by Councilman Williams to adopt on second reading ordinance # 7-9-11-2, zoning the newly annexed property, Roane County Tax Map 59, Parcel 14.02 owned by Pickel Properties on High Point Orchard Road to C-2, Highway Business District (Ladd Landing Way).  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  6 Ayes

C.  SECOND READING OF AN ORDINANCE REZONNING PARCELS 56.05 AND 56.06 OF ROANE COUNTY TAX MAP 59, WITHIN THE CITY LIMITS OF KINGSTON, TENNESSEE FROM R-1, RESIDNTIAL DISTRICT TO C-2, HIGHWAY BUSINESS

Councilman Sugarman made a motion, second by Councilman McClure to adopt on second reading ordinance 7-9-11-3, to rezone Roane County Tax Map 59 Parcels, 56.05 and 56.06 (Lawnville Road) from R-1 to C-2, Highway Business District.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  6 Ayes

D.  SECOND READING OF AN ORDINANCE INCREASING AND DESIGNATING THE NUMBER OF VOLUNTEER RESERVE OFFICERS TO SERVE WITH THE VOLUNTEER RESERVE UNIT OF THE CITY OF KINGSTON

Councilman Williams made a motion, second by Councilwoman Ferguson to adopt on second reading ordinance #7-9-11-4, to increase the number of volunteer reserve officers serving as the Volunteer Reserve Unit up to seventeen (17).  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  6 Ayes

E.  SECOND READING OF AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 10-203 AND SECTION 11-604 OF THE MUNICIPAL ZONING CODE REGARDING SIGNAGE, AND AMENDING THE ENFORCING OFFICER
Councilman Williams made a motion, second by Councilman Sugarman to adopt on second reading ordinance #7-8-14, amending Section 10-203 and Section 11-604 of the municipal zoning code regarding signage and including billboards and  amending Section 11-701 regarding the enforcing officer.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  6 Ayes

8.  NEW BUSINESS

A.  APPROVE AND AUTHORIZE THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE AN AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF KINGSTON AND JAMES W. PICKEL REGARDING THE ANNEXATION OF PARCEL 14.02 ON THE ROANE COUNTY TAX MAP 59, OWNED BY PICKEL PROPERTIES

Councilman Miles made a motion, second by Councilman McClure to authorize the mayor to execute the developers agreement with James Pickel on the newly annexed property on High Point Orchard Road (Ladd Landing Way).  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.

B.  ADOPT A RESOLUTION BY THE CITY OF KINGSTON SUPPORTING FAIR, EQUITABLE AND COMPETITIVE RETIREMENT BENEFITS FOR FORMER U.S. DEPARTMENT OF ENERGY OAK RIDGE PRIME CONTRACTOR EMPLOYEES

Councilwoman Ferguson made a motion, second by Councilman Sugarman to adopt resolution 7-10-9-1, to support fair, equitable and competitive retirement benefits for former U.S. Department of Energy Oak Ridge prime contractor employees.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  6 Ayes

C.  ADOPT A RESOLUTION IN SUPPORT OF OPERATION REACH

Councilman Miles made a motion, second by Councilman Williams to adopt resolution #7-10-9-2, supporting the goals of Operation Reach and allowing a roadblock within the city limits of Kingston on November 3, 2007.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  6 Ayes

D.  APPROVE REVISIONS TO THE PROPROSED GROWTH BOUNDARY AS FOLLOWS: 

(1) ONE LOT ON EITHER SIDE OF HIGHWAY 70 FROM THE CLINCH RIVER TO EXISTING HARRIMAN CITY LIMITS AS SHOWN ON EXHIBIT 1 (2) THAT AREA ALONG PAINT ROCK FERRY ROAD FROM EXISTING KINGSTON CITY LIMITS TO SYLVAN WAY AS SHOWN BY EXHIBIT 2
Councilman Williams made a motion, second by Councilman Sugarman to accept the report presented by the Kingston Growth Committee.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  6 Ayes

E.  APPROVE AND AUTHORIZE THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE AN APPLICATION FOR A GRANT FOR SOUTHWEST POINT

Councilman Miles made a motion, second by Councilwoman Ferguson to authorize the mayor to execute the application for the 2007 Tennessee War Commission grant in the amount of $30,000 for Southwest Point Fort.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  6 Ayes
There being no other items on the prepared agenda, Mayor Beets adjourned the meeting following a motion by Councilman McClure, second by Councilwoman Ferguson and a unanimous voice vote by the council.
