KINGSTON COMMUNITY CENTER

The regular meeting of the Kingston City Council was called to order by Mayor Beets on Tuesday, November 14, 2006 at 7:00 p.m. in the Community Center.  Councilman Rivers gave the invocation and Councilman McClure led the pledge.  Prior to giving the invocation, Councilman Rivers asked for a moment of silence for the family of David High who passed away on Sunday, November 12th.  Mr. High was a member of the Roane County School Board and the Kingston Parks and Recreation Commission.  Upon roll call the following council members were in attendance: Councilman Creswell, Councilwoman DeVall, Councilman McClure, Councilman Miles, Councilman Rivers and Councilman Sugarman.  Staff present: City Manager Jim Pinkerton, Fiscal Officer Carolyn Brewer and City Clerk Eleanor Neal.  City Attorney Jack McPherson was absent.

4.   PREVIOUS MINUTES

Councilman Creswell made a motion, second by Councilman McClure to waive the reading and approve as written the minutes of the regular meeting on October 17, 2006.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

5.   CITIZENS COMMENTS

Dr. David Roberts addressed council concerning the lights at Southwest Point Baseball Field.

6.   REPORTS

Councilman Rivers – noted an article in the Knoxville News-Sentinel on Sunday concerning employee’s health insurance in Knoxville and asked that the freezing of property tax rates for property owners sixty five (65) years of age or older be on the December work session agenda.
Mayor Beets appointed Jamey Davis to serve out an unexpired term on the Parks and Recreation Commission.  This term will expire on June 30, 2007.

A.  APPROVE AND AUTHORIZE PAYMENT TO R & R EXCAVATING COMPANY LLC FOR BALANCE OF CONTRACT ON NORTH KENTUCKY STRET WIDENING PROJECTED AS RECOMMENDED BY ENGINEERS

Councilman Rivers made a motion, second by Councilman Miles to approve final payment in the
amount of $65,073.40 to R & R Excavating as recommended by the Norvel and Poe the engineer on the N. Kentucky Street Project.  The motion passed with the following roll call vote recorded: Councilman Creswell, Aye; Councilwoman DeVall, Aye; Councilman McClure, Nay; Councilman Miles, Aye; Councilman Rivers, Aye; Councilman Sugarman, Aye; Mayor Beets, Aye.  6 Ayes  1 Nay
B.  AUTHORIZE STAFF TO PREPARE AND MAYOR TO EXECUTE ITEMS, EXCLUDING CONTRACTS, NEEDED FOR CLOSING INSTRUCTIONS FOR USDA RURAL DEVELOPMENT GRANT AND LOAN FOR ROCKWOOD WATERLINE INTERCONNECT PROJECT

Councilman Creswell made a motion, second by Councilwoman DeVall to authorize Mr. Pinkerton and staff to prepare and Mayor Beets to execute documents needed for closing the grant and loan on the Rockwood Waterline Interconnect Project. C.   APPROVE AND AUTHORIZE MAYOR TO EXECUTE A CONTRACT WITH ROCKWOOD ELECTRIC UTILITY TO INSTALL A LEASED LIGHTING SYSTEM AT SOUTHWEST POINT BALL FIELD WITH TOTAL FIXED COST NOT TO EXCEED $1200.00 PER MONTH 

Councilman Creswell made a motion, second by Councilman Rivers to postpone proposed contract with REU and for the City manger to proceed as soon as possible with all other options available including contacting Atomic Speedway concerning their lights for replacing the lights at the baseball field at Southwest Point.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

D.   ADOPT A RESOLUTION TO PROPOSE THE ESTABLISHMENT OF A FRANCHISE FEE AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF KINGSTON AND THE CITY OF ROCKWOOD RELATING TO THE RIGHT OF ROCKWOOD ELECTRIC UTILITY, ITS SUCESSORS AND ASSIGNS TO CONSTRUCT, INSTALL ENLARGE, OPERATE, REPAIR AND MAINTAIN, IN THE CITY OF KINGSTON, TENNESSEE, ITS ELECTRIC DISTRIBUTION SYSTEM AND ELECTRIC TRANMISSION LINES, INCLUDING NECESSARY POLES, POLE LINES, TOWERS, STRUCTURES, WIRES,CABLES, CONDUITS AND OTHER FIXTURES AND APPURTNANCES, FOR THE FURNISHING OF ELECTRIC TO THE CITY OF KINGSTON AND ITS INHABITANTS AND OTHERS AND TRANSMITTING ELECTRICITY FROM, INTO AND THROUGH THE CITY AND TO USE THE STREETS, ALLEYS AND PUBLIC GROUNDS OF SAID CITY FOR SUCH PURPOSES

Councilman Sugarman made a motion, second by Councilman Miles to delay any action to adopt resolution 6-10-17, to establish a franchise fee with the City of Rockwood until the first meeting after the ISO inspection in late January, 07.  The motion passed with the following roll call vote recorded: Councilman Creswell, Nay; Councilwoman DeVall, Nay; Councilman McClure, Aye; Councilman Miles, Aye; Councilman Rivers, Nay; Councilman Sugarman, Aye; Mayor Beets, Aye.  4 Ayes  3 Nays
Mayor Beets adjourned the meeting following a motion by Councilman McClure, second by Councilman Creswell and a unanimous voice vote.
