KINGSTON COMMUNITY CENTER

The regular meeting of the Kingston City Council was called to order by Mayor Beets on Tuesday, November 8, 2005 at 7:45 p.m. in the community center. PREVIOUS MINUTES

Councilman Miles made a motion, second by Councilman Cook to waive the reading and approve as written the minutes of the regular meeting on October 10, 2005.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

CHANGE AGENDA
Councilman McClure made a motion, second by Councilman Miles to move Item #2, Urban Growth Boundaries resolution, under new business to after report’s.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

CITIZEN COMMENTS
Greg Murr – stated he is speaking for everyone, and asked council to vote no on the Urban Growth Boundaries resolution.

Brad Parish – stated he was disappointed with the agenda, there was not a citizen on the budget committee; is the riverboat going to be registered in Kingston and personnel property and business taxes going to be paid in Kingston; who paid for skate board project; city audit; and City manger’s contract and goal’s for his performance.

Arthur Rivers – Kingston used to have a strong manager, weak council form of government now it has a weak manager, strong council; ordinances to be considered by council should be read in public meetings to inform citizens; all of the council should be on a budget committee.
