KINGSTON COMMUNITY CENTER

The regular meeting of the Kingston City Council was held on Tuesday, November 9, 2004 at 7:00 p.m. in the community center.  Mayor McKeethan called the meeting to order.  City Attorney McPherson gave the invocation and Councilwoman Humphreys led the pledge.  Upon roll call the following council members were in attendance: Councilman Collins, Councilman Creswell, Councilwoman Humphreys, Councilman McClure, Councilman Rivers and Councilman Sugarman. PREVIOUS MINUTES

A motion by Councilman Rivers, second by Councilwoman Humphreys to waive the reading and approve as written the minutes of the regular meeting on October 12, 2004.

The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

OLD BUSINESS

A. SECOND READING OF ORDINANCE SETTING COURT COSTS

A motion by Councilman Sugarman, second by Councilman Collins to adopt on second reading ordinance #910-12-4, to set a court cost of $75.00 for the cases heard in the Municipal Court of the City of Kingston.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

B. SECOND READING OF ORDINANCE TO ESTABLISH A DRIVERS SAFETY

PROGRAM

A motion by Councilman Creswell, second by Councilman Sugarman to adopt on second reading ordinance #4-10-12-2, in accordance with provision in the TCA and approved by the Tennessee Department of Safety to establish a drivers safety program.  The motion passed with the following roll call vote taken: Councilman Collins, Aye; Councilman Creswell, Aye; Councilwoman Humphreys, Aye; Councilman McClure, Aye; Councilman Rivers, Aye; Councilman Sugarman, Aye; Mayor McKeethan, Nay.

C. SECOND READING OF ORDINANCE TO ADOPT STATE STATUES

A motion by Councilman Rivers, second by Councilman Collins to adopt on second reading ordinance #4-10-12-1, adopting specified state statutes and regulations having to do with fines and penalties.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

D.   FIRST READING OF ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE VICIOUS DOG 

       ORDINANCE

A motion by Councilman Sugarman, second by Councilman Rivers to adopt on first reading ordinance #4-11-9-3, to amend Title 10, Chapter 2, Section 312, Change of Statue and Section 313, Change of Ownership.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

E. DISCUSSION AND POSSIBLE ACTION ON  COUNCIL BENEFIT PACKAGE

A motion by Councilman Collins, second by Councilman Rivers to discontinue the health insurance for council members effective at the end of their term on June 30, 2005 and use the money saved for other projects.

A motion by Councilman Creswell, second by Councilwoman Humphreys to amend the motion that if a present council member is re-elected at the next City election and elects to keep the insurance, the $200.00 they receive for attending meetings would go to pay for insurance and newly elected council members can purchase insurance at full cost.  This would be effective July 1, 2005.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.

NEW BUSINESS

A.   AUTHORIZE MAYOR TO RATIFY 2004/2005 ANIMAL CONTROL  

       CONTRACT WITH ROANE COUNTY

A motion by Councilman Sugarman, second by Councilman Collins that council authorize Mayor McKeethan to ratify the contract between the City of Kingston and Roane County Animal Shelter for November 1, 2004 until October 31, 2005.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

B. APPROVE MAYOR, CITY MANAGER AND FISCAL OFFICER TO 

SIGN DRUG FUND CHECKS

A motion by Councilman Sugarman, second by Councilwoman Humphreys to move the drug fund from the police department to the general fund and authorize the Mayor, City Manager and Fiscal Officer to sign these check.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

C.   FIRST READING OF ORDINANCE TO ANNEX PROPERTY ON MORRISION

HILL

Morrison Hill Christian Church requested their newly acquired property (17 acres) which is adjoining the existing church property be annexed into the City.

A motion by Councilman Sugarman, second by Councilman Collins to adopt on first reading ordinance #4-11-9-1, to annex Map 58, Parcel 110 and Map 58, Group A, Parcel 2 into the City.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

D. FIRST READING OF ORDINANCE TO ZONE PROPERTY ON MORRISON

HILL

A motion by Councilman Sugarman, second by Councilwoman Humphreys to adopt on first reading ordinance #4-11-9-2 to amend the zoning map by zoning the newly annexed property to C-2, Highway Business District.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

E. AUTHORIZE MAYOR TO WRITE A LETTER TO REMOVE ROANE 

COUNTY FROM THE EPA NON-ATTAINMENT LIST

County Mayor Yager had requested the Mayor to write a letter to both Congressman Davis and Congressman Wamp to support Roane County’s position that it ought to be removed from the EPA’s non-attainment list.

A motion by Councilman Rivers, second by Councilman Creswell to authorize Mayor McKeethan to write a letter as requested to our congressmen for their support to be taken off the EPA’s non-attainment list.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.

F. APPOINTMENTS TO THE PARKS AND RECEATION COMMITTEE

Mayor McKeethan appointed Eric Clark and Shanda Organek to fill two of the three unexpired terms on the Parks and Recreation Committee.  These terms will expire on June 30, 2007.
