A.  ADOPT A RESOLUTION REGARDING THE PROGRAM POLICIES AND PROCEDURES FOR THE CITY OF KINGTON 2007 HOME REHABILITATION PROGRAM

Councilman McClure made a motion, second by Councilwoman DeVall to adopt resolution      #7-12-11-1, adopting the 2007 Home Rehabilitation Program and authorize the Mayor to execute required Home Program documents and to review, monitor and coordinate the program implementation by the City’s staff and its consultant. Councilman Williams made a motion, second by Councilman McClure to approve and authorize the City Attorney to expend up to $100 in fees to register with the United States Copyright Office the City of Kingston Riverboat Logo.  Should an excess of $100 in fees be required the City Attorney shall report to Council and request authorization to expend additional fees. Councilman Williams made a motion, second by Councilman Sugarman to approve and authorize the City Attorney to study the feasibility, process and cost to obtain Trademark protection for the Kingston City Riverboat Logo.
