FIRST READING OF AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE PERSONNEL RULES 
AND REGULATION OF THE CITY OF KINGSTON REGARDING 
HOSPITALIZATION BENEFITS FOR CITY EMPLOYEES


Councilman Miles made a motion, second by Councilman McClure to adopt on first reading Ordinance #6-12-12-2, amending the Personnel Rules and Regulation regarding hospitalization benefit for City employees and delete the word dependent from lines 5 and 6 of Section IV-benefits, Subparagraph L.


A motion by Councilman Sugarman, second by Councilman Miles to amend the motion that all new employees hired after February 1, 2007 will pay 25% of their hospital benefits.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  6 Ayes


Councilman Rivers made a motion, second by Councilman Miles to amend the motion that employees shall not be eligible for hospital benefits until the first of the month following one month’s employment.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  6 Ayes


A vote on the original motion to adopt on first reading as amended passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  6 Ayes
