REGULAR MEETING – KINGSTON CITY COUNCIL
TUESDAY, DECEMBER 13, 2005 – 7:00 P.M.

KINGSTON COMMUNITY CENTER

The regular meeting of the Kingston City Council was held on Tuesday, December 13, 2005 at 7:00 p.m. in the community center.  Councilman Rivers gave the invocation and led the pledge.  Mayor Beets called the meeting to order with the following members present upon roll call: Councilman Cook, Councilman Creswell, Councilman McClure, Councilman Miles, Councilman Rivers and Councilman Sugarman.  Staff present: City Manger Jim Pinkerton, City Attorney Jack McPherson, Fiscal Officer Carolyn Brewer and City Clerk Eleanor Neal.

PREVIOUS MINUTES

Councilman Creswell made a motion, second by Councilman Sugarman to waive the reading and approve the minutes of the November 8, 2005 meeting as written.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

CITIZENS COMMENTS

Jody Tipton – wants to speak when employees insurance comes up on the agenda.
Dave Westburg – asked the council for their support for the river boat.  The dock will be built by the April 1, 2006 deadline.  The boat will be shutdown February and March of 2006.
Mayor Beets ask council for an informal show of hands if they were in support of the riverboat.

All council members raised their hands.

Jack Elrod – wants to see a detail design of the dock where the river boat will be docked.

Brad Parish – gave to council a copy of a plan he has developed to get the City back on the right path where Kingston needs to be.  He would like to have an operational audit.

Margaret Murr – asked council to consider their vote about not putting the area of Paint Rock Ferry Road on their growth boundary.  She stated to Councilman Rivers that at the last meeting he was rude to Carolyn Childs when she spoke concerning the growth boundary.

OLD BUSINESS

A. SECOND READING OF ORDINANCE TO REZONE CERTAIN PROPERTY ON GALLAHER ROAD FROM R-1 TO C-1

Councilman Creswell made a motion, second by Councilman McClure to adopt on second reading ordinance #5-11-8, to rezone from R-1, (Residential) to C-1, (Highway Business District) Roane County Map 49, Parcels 48, 49, 50, 51, 52, 53, 54,55, 56 and 57. (on Gallaher Road)  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes
B. ADOPT RESOLUTION TO AMEND THE URBAN GROWTH BOUNDARIES AS RECOMMENDED BY THE KINGSTON URBAN GROWTH COMMITTEE

Councilman Rivers made a motion, second by Councilman Sugarman to adopt resolution #5-12-13-1, to amend its urban growth boundary and instructs its members to the Roane County Coordinating Committee to take the proposal to the coordinating committee for their review.  The motion passed with the following roll call vote recorded: Councilman Cook, Nay; Councilman Creswell, Aye; Councilman McClure, Aye; Councilman Miles, Nay; Councilman Rivers, Aye; Councilman Sugarman, Aye; Mayor beets, Aye.  5 Ayes 2 Nays
C. ADOPT RESOLUTION TO REQUEST LEGISLATIVE DELEGATION TO SUBMIT AN ACT TO AMEND THE CHARTER OF THE CITY OF KINGSTON RELATIVE TO THE READING OF ORDINANCES IN COUNCIL MEETINGS BEFORE PASSAGE

Councilman McClure made a motion, second by Councilman Sugarman to adopt resolution 

#5-11-8-4, to request the legislative delegation for Roane County to submit an act to amend the Kingston City Charter relative to the reading of ordinances at the council meeting.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes
NEW BUSINESS

A. COUNCIL REAPPOINTMENT OF PETE MALMQUST AND DOT HANNAH TO THREE YEAR TERMS ON THE LIBRARY BOARD

Councilman McClure made a motion, second by Councilman Miles to reappoint Pete Malmquist and Dot Hannah to serve another three (3) year term on the library board. These terms will expire on December 31, 2008.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

B. COUNCIL REAPPOINTMENT OF BRUCE CANTRELL TO A FIVE-YEAR TERM ON THE HISTORIC ZONING COMMISSION; AND EDITH MILES TO COMPLETE A TERM ENDING  12-31-07; AND JIM PICKEL TO COMPLETE A TERM ENDING 12-31-08
Councilman McClure made a motion, second by Councilman Cook to reappoint Bruce Cantrell to serve another five (5) year term on the Historic Zoning Commission.  This term will expire on December 31, 2010.  To appoint Edith Miles to finish a term which will expire on December 31, 2007 and Jim Pickel to finish at term which will expire on December 31, 2008. The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

C. COUNCIL REAPPOINTMENT OF CHUCK HUTZLER TO A FIVE YEAR TERM ON THE BOARD OF ZONING APPEALS

Councilman Cook made a motion, second by councilman McClure to reappoint Chuck Hutzler to serve another five (5) year term on the Kingston Board of Zoning Appeals.  This term will expire on October 31, 2010.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

D. APPROVE AND AUTHORIZE THE INSTALLATION OF SPEED BUMPS PURSUANT TO APPROVAL IN THE FY 07 BUDGET

Councilman Creswell made a motion, second by Councilman Miles to authorize the placement of speed bumps as requested on Montvue, Tyler Place, Valley Road and Forestbrook Lane contingent on the money available in the FY 2006/07 budget.  The motion failed with the following roll call vote recorded: Councilman Cook, Pass; Councilman Creswell, Aye; Councilman McClure, Nay; Councilman Miles, Aye; Councilman Rives, Nay; Councilman Sugarman, Aye; Mayor Beets, Nay.  3 Ayes  3 Nays  1 Pass
E. ADOPT A RESOLUTION FOR INSTALLATION OF MOBILE DATA SYSTEM

Councilman McClure made a motion, second by Councilman Sugarman to adopt resolution 

#5-12-12-2, to support the efforts to obtain the funding for the installation of a mobile data system in Roane County.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes
F. APPROVE AND AUTHORIZE TAKING BIDS ON THE CITY’S INSURANCE PACKAGE

Councilman Creswell made a motion, second by Councilman Rivers to authorize the City manager to take bids on the insurance package using the exact specification as the current State plan.
Councilman Creswell made a motion, second by Councilman McClure to amend the motion to form a committee made up of one (1) employee per each department, one (1) council member and a member of the administrative staff.  The committee is to bring their recommendations to council.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

Mayor Beets called for a vote on the original motion as amended.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7Ayes

G. APPROVE AND AUTHORIZE POLICIES AND PROCEDURES FOR COLLECTING TAXES

Councilman McClure made a motion, second by Councilman Sugarman to adopt the policies and procedures as prepared by the City manager and fiscal officer for collection of all delinquent taxes which includes real property, personal property and business taxes on gross receipts.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

H. APPROVE AND AUTHORIZE THE CITY ATTORNEY AND CITY MANAGER TO NEGOTIATE AN AGREEMENT WITH THE OUTBOARD DRAG BOAT ASSOCIATION (ODBA)TO HOLD DRAG BOAT RACES ON JULY 2ND, 3RD AND 4TH 2006.

Councilman McClure made a motion, second by Councilman Creswell to authorize the City manager and City attorney to negotiate an agreement with ODBA for boat races during the July 4, 2006 weekend.  The motion passed with the following roll call recorded: Councilman Cook, Nay; Councilman Creswell, Aye; Councilman McClure, Aye; Councilman Miles, Aye; Councilman Rivers, Aye; Councilman Sugarman, Pass; Mayor Beets, Aye.  5 Ayes 1 Nay 1 Pass  
There being no other items on the prepared agenda, Mayor Beets adjourned the meeting following a unanimous voice vote to a motion by Councilman McClure, second by Councilman Creswell to adjourn the meeting.
