Mayor Beets introduced Council members, staff, Mr. Tom Kilgore, President & CEO of the Tennessee Valley Authority and Mr. William “Howie” Rose, Roane County Emergency Management Director.

Mayor Beets stated Mr. Kilgore and Mr. Rose would make statements concerning what TVA and Roane County were doing to clean up and help be given to the residents in the Swan Pond area following the ash spill at the Kingston Fossil Plant on Monday, December 22 and after their statements there would be a time for citizens to ask questions or speak.
Council members made brief statements as did Mr. Rose, Mr. Kilgore, Mayor Beets and City Manager Pinkerton.

There were approximately thirty (30) citizens from the audience ask questions and/or made statements.
