 The regular meeting of the Kingston City Council was held on Tuesday, February 10, 2004 at 7:00 p.m. in the community center.  Mayor McKeethan called the meeting to order with Councilman Collins giving the invocation and Councilman Creswell leading the pledge. Upon roll call the following members were in attendance:  Councilman Collins, Councilman Creswell, Councilwoman Humpherys, Councilman McClure, Councilman Rivers, and Councilman Sugarman.  Staff present:  City Manager Jim Pinkerton, Fiscal Officer Carolyn Brewer and City Clerk Tammy Sherrill.
PREVIOUS MINUTES
A motion by Councilman Creswell, second by Councilman McClure to waive the reading and approve as written the minutes of the regular meeting on January 13, 2004.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes
SECOND READING OF AN ORDINANCE TO DE-ANNEX CERTAIN PROPERTY
A motion by Councilman Rivers, second by Councilman Collins to adopt second reading, ordinance # 4-1-13, to de-annex Map 68, Parcels 55.05 and 55.06, which is in the area of Green Acres and Center Farms, belonging to Carol Ladd and Joel Zachary,  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes
FIRST READING OF AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE PERSONNEL POLICY 
A motion by Councilman Sugarman ,second by Councilman Creswell to adopt first reading, ordinance # 4-2-10-1, to amend the City of Kingston Personnel, Rules and Regulation having to do with Section IV, Miscellaneous Policies, C. Drug and Alcohol Testing Policy concerning prescription drugs. The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes 
RESOLUTION TENNESSEE MUNICIPAL BOND FUND $ 1 MILLION
A motion by Councilman Rivers, second by Councilman Creswell to adopt resolution # 4-2-10-1, expressing official intent that certain expenditures be incurred in connection with certain public work projects and related expenditures be reimbursed from proceeds of notes, bonds, or other indebtedness to be issued by the City of Kingston, Tennessee. The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes
RESOLUTION TENNESSEE MUNICIPAL BOND FUND $ 1 MILLION
A motion by Councilman Creswell, second by Councilman Rivers to adopt resolution # 4-2-10-2 authorizing the incurrence of indebtedness by the City of Kingston, Tennessee, of not to exceed $1,000,000 by the execution with a public building authority of one or more loan agreements of other instrument evidencing such indebtedness, to provide funding for certain public works projects, and to fund the incidental and necessary expenses related thereto. The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote. 7 Ayes
RESOLUTION TENNESSEE MUNICIPAL BOND FUND $ 1 MILLION
A motion by Councilman Sugarman, second by Councilman Rivers to adopt resolution # 4-2-10-3, to approve the execution and delivery of one or more loan agreements for the purpose of providing funds for financing certain public works projects for the City of Kingston, Tennessee. The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes
AGREEMENT LAKEFRONT LIVE ABILITY EXPO
A motion by Councilman Creswell, second by Councilman Rivers for the Kingston City Council to support Ladd Landing lakefront live ability exposition under the condition that exclusive access is granted for Ladd Park.  City of Kingston will provide security, traffic control, Park and Recreation department to provide staffing for set-up and clean-up and also to provide portable toilets, for the weekend of April 30th May 1st and May 2nd 2004.  For this weekend the City of Kingston is requesting 2% of gross revenues for the use of its facility.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7Ayes
A motion by Councilman Creswell, second by Councilman Rivers that the City of Kingston waive the 2% gross revenues for an in-kind contribution for development of the City’s web site.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes
AUTHORIZE MAYOR TO SIGN LETTER TO COMMISSIONER NICELY RE: ROSE CROSSING 
A motion by Councilman Rivers, second by Councilman Creswell authorizing Mayor McKeethan to sign Commissioner Nicely’s letter Re: Rose Crossing. The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes
APPOINTMENTS TO BOARDS AND COMMISSION
A motion by Councilman Collins, second by Councilman Creswell, to approve the re-appointment of John Will and Roger Caldwell to the Library Board.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes
A motion by Councilman Collins, second by Councilman Creswell to approve the reappointment of Kevin King to the Board of Zoning and Appeals and as Council Representative Norman Sugarman.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes
A motion by Councilman Collins, second by Councilman Rivers, to approve the re-appointment of Oscar Rogers and appoint Glen Collins as Council Representative to the Southwest Point Fort Board.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7Ayes
Mayor McKeethan adjourned the meeting following a motion by Councilman McClure, second by Sugarman, which passed with a unanimous voice vote.
