A.  FIRST READING OF AN ORDINANCE REZONING CERTAIN TERRITORY’S WITHIN THE CITY OF KINGSTON, TENNESSEEE, FROM R-2, RESIDENTIAL DISTRICT, TO C-1, GENERAL BUSINESS DISTRICT

A motion was made by Councilman Miles, second by Councilwoman DeVall to adopt on first reading ordinance 8-2-12-1, to re-zone Map 58G, Parcels 7 and 8 on South Kentucky Street which belongs to Bethel Presbyterian Church.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  6 Ayes

B.  FIRST READING OF AN ORDINANCE FOR THE DESIGN, INSTALLATION, USE AND PERMITTING OF GATES AND BARRIERS ACROSS STREETS AND DRIVEWAYS RESTRICTING VEHICULAR ACCESS AND PROVIDING FOR EMERGENCY ACCESS AND DEFINING LIABILITIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES FOR REPAIR

A motion was made by Councilman Miles, second by Councilwoman Ferguson to adopt on first reading ordinance #8-2-12-2, permitting of gates and barriers across street and driveways restricting vehicular access and providing for emergency access and defining liabilities and responsibilities for repair.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  6 Ayes

C.  APPROVE AND AUTHORIZE THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE A DEVELOPER’S AGREEMENT FOR THE HARPER PROPERTY DEVELOPMENT

 A motion was made by Councilman Miles, second by Councilwoman Ferguson to approve and authorize Mayor Beets to execute the Developer’s Agreement with Linda Harper regarding the control of the Municipality over development contemplated by the Developer.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  6 Ayes
D.  ADOPT A RESOLUTION BY THE CITY OF KINGSTON SUPPORTING THE IMPROVEMENT OF RECREATION OPPORTUNITIES WITHIN THE CITY OF KINGSTON THROUGH APPLICATION FOR THE TENNESSEE LOCAL PARKS AND RECREATION FUND (LPRF) GRANT
