The regular meeting of the Kingston City Council was changes to 7:00 p.m. on Thursday, February 16, 2006. ADD ITEM TO PREPARED AGENDA
A motion by Councilman McClure, second by Councilman Creswell to add insurance bids as item B under new business.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  6 Ayes

APPROVAL OF PREVIOUS MINUTES

A motion by Councilman Rivers, second by Councilman McClure to waive the reading and approve as written the minutes of the regular meeting on January 10, 2006.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  6 Ayes

APPOINT A NEW COUNCIL MEMBER TO REPLACE POSITION VACATED BY MR. COOK

A motion by Councilman Miles, second by Councilman Sugarman to elect Jane DeVall to fill the vacant position on council.

Councilman Rivers and Councilman McClure stated they would not vote to fill the position, they felt like it should be filled by an election.
Councilman Creswell stated he would like to see the position filled by an election, but he has already committed to vote for some.

Mayor Beets called for the vote.
