KINGSTON COMMUNITY CENTER

The Regular meeting of the Kingston City Council was held on Tuesday, March 11, 2008 at 7:00 p.m. in the community center.  Mayor Beets called the meeting to order with City Manager Jim Pinkerton giving the invocation and leading the pledge.  Upon roll call the following members were present: Councilwoman Ferguson, Councilman McClure, Councilman Sugarman and Councilman Williams. 4.   APPROVAL OF MINUTES

A motion was made by Councilman Sugarman, second by Councilwoman Ferguson to waive the reading and approve as written the minutes of the regular meeting on February 12, 2008 and a special called meeting on February 16, 2008.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.

7.   OLD BUSINESS

A.   SECOND READING OF AN ORDINANCE TO PROVIDE FOR THE DESIGN, USE AND PERMITTING OF GATES AND BARRIERS ACROSS STREETS AND DRIVEWAYS RESTRICTING ACCESS AND PROVIDING FOR EMERGENCY ACCESS AND DEFINING LIABILITIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES FOR REPAIR
A motion was made by Councilman Sugarman, second by Councilwoman Ferguson to adopt on second reading ordinance #8-2-12, providing for gates and barriers across streets and driveways in the City.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  5 Ayes

8.   NEW BUSINESS

A.   FIRST READING OF AN ORDINANCE LEVYING A PRIVILEGE TAX UPON THE OCCUPANCY IN ANY HOTEL OR MOTEL OR ANY PLACE IN WHICH ROOMS, LODGING OR ACCOMMODATION ARE FURNISHED TO TRANSIENTS FOR A CONSIDERATION

A motion was made by Councilman Sugarman, second by Councilman McClure to adopt on first reading ordinance #8-3-11, levying a Hotel/ Motel privilege tax.

A motion was made by Councilwoman Ferguson, second by Councilman Williams to amend the motion that 20% of the tax collected go to tourism and 80% got to the general fund.  The motion failed with the following roll call vote recorded: Councilwoman Ferguson, Aye; Councilman McClure, Nay; Councilman Sugarman, Nay; Councilman Williams, Aye; Mayor Beets, Nay.

A motion made by Councilman Williams, second by Councilwoman Ferguson to amend the motion that 15% of the tax go to tourism and 85% go to the general fund.  The motion failed with the following roll call vote recorded: Councilwoman Ferguson, Aye; Councilman McClure, Nay; Councilman Sugarman, Nay; Councilman Williams, Aye; Mayor Beets, Nay.  3 Nays  2 Aye

A motion was made by Councilman Williams, second by Councilwoman Ferguson that 10% of the tax go to tourism and 90% go to the general fund.  The motion failed with the following roll call vote recorded: Councilwoman Ferguson, Aye; Councilman McClure, Nay; Councilman Sugarman, Nay; Councilman Williams, Aye; Mayor Beets, Nay.  3 Nays 2 Ayes
A vote on the original motion to levy a Hotel Motel tax passed with the following roll call vote recorded: Councilwoman Ferguson, Aye; Councilman McClure, Aye; Councilman Sugarman, Aye; Councilman Williams, Nay; Mayor Beets, Aye.  4 Ayes  1 Nay

B.  ESTABLISH A COMMITTEE AND MAKE APPOINTMENTS TO REVIEW THE PARKS AND RECEATION DEPARTMENT AND FORT SOUTHWEST POINT WITH DIRECTOR FROM UT MTAS

A motion was made by Councilman Williams, second by Councilwoman Ferguson to appoint Rick Ross, Councilman Sugarman, Councilman Miles, Jim Pinkerton and Verilyn Smith to work with Warren Nevad of MTAS to review the Parks and Recreation Commission.  The motion passed with the following roll call vote recorded: Councilwoman Ferguson, Aye; Councilman McClure, Aye; Councilman Sugarman, Pass; Councilman Williams, Aye; Mayor Beets, Aye.  4 Ayes  1Pass
C.   ADOPT A RESOLUTION ENDORSING THE PREFERRED ALTERNATIVE FOR Y-12 NATIONAL SECURITY COMPLEX

A motion was made by Councilman Sugarman, second by Councilman McClure to adopt resolution #8-4-11, to endorse the preferred alternative for the Y-12 National Security Complex as described in the SPEIS as The Center of Excellence for Uranium Manufacturing and R&D at the Y-12 Nation Security Complex.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  5 Ayes

D.   APPROVE HIRING (SIX) 6 ADDITIONAL FIREFIGHTERS FOR THE KINGSTON FIRE DEPARTMENT

A motion was made by Councilwoman Ferguson, second by Councilman Sugarman to approve the hiring of six (6) new firefighters for the fire department.  The motion passes with a unanimous roll call vote.  5 Ayes

FOR THE SECOND READING OF AN ORDINANCE LEVYING A PRIVILEGE TAX UPON THE OCCUPANCY IN ANY HOTEL OR MOTEL OR ANY PLACE WHICH ROOMS, LODGINGS, OR ACCOMMODATIONS ARE FURNISHED TO TRANSIENTS FOR A CONSIDERATION.

A motion was made by Councilman Williams, second by Councilwoman Ferguson to amend the motion to add  to the agenda to adopt a resolution to approve the execution and delivery of a loan agreement for the purpose of providing funds to prepay and refund certain outstanding indebtness heretofore incurred by the City of Kingston through the execution of a loan agreement dated November 20, 1991 with the Public Building Authority of Clarksville, Tennessee for the purpose of financing Public Works Projects.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.
