4.  PREVIOUS MINUTES

A.  CONSIDER THE ADOPTION OF A RESOLUTION TO ISSUE CAPITAL OUTLAY NOTES FOR THE PORTION OF A GRANT FOR THE INSTALLATION OF SIDEAWLKS, GREENWAYS AND BIKE TRAILS, NOT TO EXCEED FIVE HUNDRED THOUSAND DOLLARS ($500,000)

Councilman Rivers made a motion, second by Councilman McClure to appoint Emily Nunn as the council representative on the Personnel Advisory Board.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

C.  APPROVE AND AUTHORIZE THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE APPLICATION FOR THE 2007 HOME GRANT PROGRAM

Councilman Sugarman made a motion, second by Councilman McClure to approve applying for and authorizing the mayor to execute the application for the 2007 Home Grant Program.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

D.  APPROVE AND AUTHORIZE A LETTER TO STATE GOVERNMENT OFFICIALS REGARDING A POSSIBLE CITY ETHICS ORDINANCE

Councilman Rivers made a motion, second by Councilman McClure to approve sending the letter to Governor Bredesen and other state representatives concerning the mandate to adopt an ethics ordinance but change the word recourse to retribution.
Councilman Miles and Councilman Sugarman stated they would not sign the letter and their name should be taken off.
Councilman Creswell made a motion, second by Councilman Sugarman to defer sending the letter to Nashville until the ethics ordinance is passed by council.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

Councilman McClure made a motion, second by Councilman Creswell to approve the water service agreement with Roane Central Utility District, Rockwood Water, Sewer and Natural Gas Board and authorize the mayor to sign the contract. Councilman McClure made a motion, second by Councilman Creswell to authorize the mayor to execute a contract for the sale and purchase of water between the City of Kingston and Rockwood Water, Sewer and Natural Gas Utility. Councilman McClure made a motion, second by Councilman Creswell to approve Vaughn and Melton as the engineers for the Rockwood Waterline Interconnect Project and authorize the mayor to execute the contract. H.  APPROVE AND AUTHORIZE THE EMERGENCY PURCHASE OF TWELVE (12) SELF VENTILATING SYSTEM BODY ARMOR UNITS AND FOUR (4) MULTI-ASSIGNMENT CARRIERS WITH EXTERNAL POCKETS AT THE COST OF $6040 (STATE BID RATE)

Councilman McClure made a motion, second by Councilman Miles to authorize the purchase of twelve (12) self ventilating units and four (4) Multi-Assignment carriers w/external pockets at a cost not to exceed $6040.00 from Craig’s Firearms.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes
