The regular meeting of the Kingston City Council was held on Tuesday, March 14, 2006 at 7:00 p.m. in the community center. PREVIOUS MINUTES

Councilman Rivers – Building permits

OLD BUSINESS

A. SECOND READING OF THE SIGN ORDINANCE AS IT RELATES TO BILLBOARDS

Councilman Rivers made a motion, second by Councilman Creswell to adopt on second reading ordinance #5-9-13-8, to amend the municipal code regarding billboards in the City of Kingston.
Councilman Rivers made a motion, second by Councilman McClure to amend the motion by making the following changes to the ordinance:

1. Deleting the section which states “billboards shall be allowed only upon grant of a Conditional use by the City council
2. Replace under Section 2-A. Billboard Size with “A maximum of two (2) sides are allowed per billboard. With the exception of along Interstate 40, where the size will be controlled by the Tennessee Department of Transportation, the live area of a billboard face shall not exceed ten (10) feet in height or twenty four (24) feet in width on each of the two (2) sides of the sign.

3. Replace under Section 2-D.  Separation. “With the exception of billboards located in corridor extending one hundred (100) feet on either side of Interstate 40, the spacing of which will be controlled by the Tennessee Department of Transportation no outdoor advertising sign or billboard shall be located nearer that five hundred (500) feet of another advertising sign or billboard on the same side of the street measured in a straight line parallel to street.”

4. Add a Section 3 stating that no one can advertise on a billboard or sign except businesses in the City of Kingston.
The motion failed with the following roll call vote recorded: Councilman Creswell, Aye; Councilwoman DeVall, Nay; Councilman McClure, Aye; Councilman Miles, Nay; Councilman Rivers, Aye; Councilman Sugarman, Nay; Mayor Beets, Nay.  3 Ayes  4 Nays
Councilman Miles made a motion, second by Councilman Sugarman to send this ordinance back to the planning commission for review.  The motion passed with the following roll call vote recorded: Councilman Creswell, Nay; Councilwoman DeVall, Aye; Councilman McClure, Nay; Councilman Miles, Aye; Councilman Rivers, Nay; Councilman Sugarman, Aye; Mayor Beets, Aye.  4 Ayes  3 Nays
