Mayor Beets announced the only items that would be discussed were the ones on the prepared agenda.

4.  OLD BUSINESS

A.  SECOND READING OF AN ORDINANCE LEVYING A PRIVILEGE TAX UPON THE OCCUPANCY IN ANY HOTEL OR MOTEL OR ANY PLACE IN WHICH ROOMS, LODGING OR ACCOMMIDATIONS ARE FURNISHED TO TRANSIENTS FOR A CONSIDERATION

Councilman Sugarman made a motion, second by Councilman McClure to adopt on second reading ordinance #8-3-11, to levy a 5% privilege Hotel/Motel tax for the City of Kingston.

Councilman Williams yielded the floor to Bharat Patel.  Mr. Patel state he was against the 5% tax and that Council should work together with the motel owners to increase their business.

Councilman Williams read a statement he had prepared stating his opposition to the 5% privilege tax, because of extensive research he had done.

ADOPTION OF A RESOLUTION TO APPROVE THE EXECUTION AND DELIVERY OF A LOAN AGREEMENT FOR THE PURPOSE OF PROVIDING FUNDS TO PREPAY AND REFUND CERTAIN OUTSTANDING INDEBTEDNESS HERETOFORE INCURRED BY THE CITY OF KINGSTON, TENNESSEE, THROUGH THE EXECUTION OF A LOAN AGREEMENT, DATED NOVEMBER 20, 1991, WITH THE PUBLIC BUILDING AUTHORITY OF THE CITY OF CLARKSVILLE, TENNESSEE FOR THE PURPOSE OF FINANCING PUBLIC WORKS PROJECTS

A motion was made by Councilman Miles, second by Councilman Williams to adopt resolution #8-3-18, to approve the execution and delivery of a loan agreement for the purpose of providing funds to prepay and refund certain outstanding indebtedness heretofore incurred by the City of Kingston, Tennessee, through the execution of a loan agreement, dated November 20, 1991, with the Public Building Authority of the City of Clarksville, Tennessee, for the purpose of financing public works project.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes
