KINGSTON COMMUNITY CENTER

The Kingston City Council met in regular session at 7:00 p.m. on Tuesday, April 10, 2007 in the community center.  Mayor Beets called the meeting to order with Councilman Rivers giving the invocation and leading the pledge. 5.   PREVIOUS MINUTES

6.   CITIZEN COMMENTS
Leslie Henderson, President/CEO of Roane Alliance gave council a copy of their annual report and pointed out several items in the report.  She asked if the City would continue with their support to the alliance.

Christine Evans, Executive Director of the Child Advocacy Council addressed council concerning the work that is done through her office.  She stated they were a non-profit organization and their services are free of charge and includes Roane, Loudon, Morgan and Meigs counties.  They will be submitting a request annually for a monetary contribution from the City.

Michelle Runion – understood the budget had been prepared without the police department included.  Officers do a good job and the City needs their own officers.

Marty Miles – police officers do a good job and he appreciates and is proud of the police and wants the police department included in the 2007/08 budget.

Glenda Johnson White – the ISO rating has a good impact on the City.  She supports the police department as well as all the other departments and council.

Mayor Beets – the contracts and agreements for the Rockwood Interconnect water line have been signed by Roane Central Utility, Rockwood Water Department and the City of Kingston.  ISO rating is a milestone and appreciates everyone coming together and helping to get a lower rating.
