REGULAR MEETING – KINGSTON CITY COUNCIL

TUESDAY, MAY 10, 2005 – 7:00 P.M.

KINGSTON COMMUNITY CENTER

The regular meeting of the Kingston City Council was called to order by Mayor McKeethan.  City Attorney McPherson gave the invocation and City Manager Jim Pinkerton led the pledge.  Upon roll call the following members of council were present: Councilman Collins, Councilman Creswell, Councilwoman Humphreys, Councilman McClure, Councilman Rivers and Councilman Sugarman.  Other staff present: Fiscal Officer Carolyn Brewer and City Clerk Eleanor Neal.

PREVIOUS MINUTES

A motion by Councilman Sugarman, second by Councilman McClure to waive the reading and approve as written the minutes of the regular meeting on April 12, 2005.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

Dr. Paul Charp, Sr. Health Physicist with the Agency For Toxic Substances and Disease Registry gave council an overview of the public health assessment on the White Creek radionuclide releases and the effect it has on Watts Bar Lake and the Clinch River in Roane County.  Dr. Charp answered questions from council members and said if others had questions he would meet with them in the lobby.  Copies of the report are available in the library for citizens to review.

Mayor McKeethan asked if there would be a problem if in the future Kingston wanted to dredge in the area of City Park? Dr. Charp said there would be no problems.

CITIZENS COMMENTS

Ginger Williams stated she and her family no longer used the river, they felt it was unsafe.

Bob Giltname, Roane Beautiful addressed council with his concern for illegal dumping in the rivers and asked for help from the City of Kingston as well as Roane County to help with the cleanup of the water ways in Roane County.

REPORTS

City Manager Jim Pinkerton gave a report on the North Kentucky Street Project; Gallaher Road Sewer Project; Rockwood Interconnect Water Line Project; 2005/2006 tax rate and budget; 2004/2005 audit; Kingston would be receiving an award at the TML Conference for excellence in water.

Mayor McKeethan presented Certificates of Award to three members of the Kingston Youth Council Emily McDonald, Katie Wideman and Anna Williams for their hours of community service. 
A Certificate of Appreciation was presented to Roy Dukes, who has been with the City since June, 2000 and will be retiring from the Public Works Department.  This certificate was also presented by Mayor McKeethan.

A motion by Councilman McClure, second by Councilman Rivers to appoint Fredrick Smith to serve another term on the Kingston Board of Zoning Appeals.  This is a five year term and will expire on October 31, 2009.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

The motion passed with the following roll call vote taken: Councilman Collins, Aye; Councilman Creswell, Aye; Councilwoman Humphreys, Aye; Councilman McClure, Nay; Councilman Rivers, Aye; Councilman Sugarman, Aye; Mayor McKeethan, Aye;  6 Ayes 1 Nay

C. AUTHORIZE MAYOR TO EXECUTE A CONTRACT WITH R & R 

EXCAVATING COMPANY TO COMPLETE THE NORTH KENTUCKY

             STREET ROAD WIDENING PROJECT
A motion by Councilman Rivers, second by Councilman Creswell to authorize Mayor McKeethan to execute a contract with R & R Excavating Company in the amount of $776,857.10 for the North Kentucky Street.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

NEW BUSINESS

A. APPROVE AND AUTHORIZE CONSTRUCTION OF A SKATEBOARD 

PARK AT LADD PARK

A motion by Councilman Creswell, second by Councilman McClure to take the recommendation of the Parks and Recreation Committee to build the much needed skateboard park at Ladd Park.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.

B. FIRST READING OF ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING HEIGHT GUIDELINES 

FOR SIGNS (WITHIN 500 FEET OF INTERSTATE RIGHT-OF WAYS AT INTERCHANGES

A motion by Councilman Sugarman, second by Councilman McClure to adopt on first reading ordinance #5-5-10, to amend the municipal zoning code of Section 604, Subsection 1, paragraphs 1 and 2.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.

READING ORDINANCES DURING COUNCIL MEETING

D. REQUEST THE TENNESSEE DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION TO 

EVALUATE A 5-LANE SECTION ON KENTUCKY STREET IN SUCH A 

WAY AS TO PRESERVE PARKING

A motion by Councilman Rivers, second by Councilman Sugarman to authorize TDOT to do a study on North Kentucky Street of the possibility of turn lanes and still keep on street parking in some areas where business parking is needed.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7  Ayes  
E. APPROVE A LETTER TO LOCAL MERCHANTS REGARDING THE SALE 

OF DRUG PARAPHERNALIA TO BE SIGNED BY MAYOR AND COUNCIL

A motion by Councilman Rivers, Second by Councilman McClure at the request of the Drug Free Kingston Committee a letter signed by The mayor and council members to be sent to local merchants requesting they discontinue the sale of drug paraphernalia items in their place of business.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7  Ayes

F. APPROVE JULY 4, 2005 AT 9:30 A.M. AT FORT SOUTHWEST POINT AS

THE TIME AND PLACE FOR SWEARING IN NEW CITY OFFICIALS

A motion by Councilman Rivers, second by Councilman Sugarman to set July 4th at 9:30 a.m. at the Fort as the time and place for swearing in newly elected mayor and council.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7  Ayes

G. APPROVE MOVING THE DATE FOR THE CITY COUNCIL WORKSHOP
FROM TUESDAY, JUNE 7TH TO MONDAY JUNE 6, 2005 DUE TO JUNE 7TH BEING ELECTION DAY
