REGULAR MEETING – KINGSTON CITY COUNCIL 

TUESDAY, MAY 11, 2004 – 7:00 P.M.

KINGSTON COMMUNITY CENTER

The Kingston City Council met in regular session at 7:00 p.m. on May 11, 2004 in the community center. Mayor McKeethan called the meeting to order with Councilman Rivers giving the invocation and Councilman Sugarman leading the pledge. 

ROLL CALL

Councilman Collins, Councilman Creswell, Councilwoman Humphreys, Councilman McClure, Councilman Rivers, Councilman Sugarman and Mayor McKeethan. Staff present: City Manager Jim Pinkerton, City Attorney Jack McPherson, Fiscal Officer Carolyn Brewer and City Clerk Eleanor Neal.

PREVIOUS MINUTES

A motion by Councilman Creswell, second by Councilman Sugarman to waive the reading and approve as written the minutes of the regular meeting on April 13, 2004. The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote. 7 Ayes

REPORTS

City Manager Pinkerton – Monthly report

Councilman Creswell – Fireworks committee and Park & Recreation committee

Councilman Sugarman, asked Librarian Steve Jacks to give a report on the library

Councilman Collins, asked Fort Director Mike Woody to give a report on the fort.

Police Chief Jim Washam gave a report on traffic school, streetlights and animal control

PRESENTATION OF CERTIFICATE 

Mr. John Calvert, Director of Tennessee Public Works Institute presented Tim Clark with a certificate for completing a four-day training class in Murfreesboro. Mr. Clark had the 5th highest score.

TOXIC SUBSTANCE & DISEASE REGISTRY

Ms. Loretta Bush, along with Jack Handly and Jack Sharp from the Toxic Substance & Disease Registry, a federal public health agency in Atlanta, gave a report to council concerning findings at hazard waste sites in Oak Ridge. Packets were handed out with the data ATSDR had put together for its report.

TOM WELLS – WASTE MANAGMENT

Mr. Tom Wells, Major Account Manager for Waste Management applauded council for taking bids this year on waste collection for the City. They will save $76,000 over the next 5 years as a result of bidding this service.

OLD BUSINESS

A – AWARD BID FOR WASTE COLLECTION SERVICE

Bids on the waste collection service for the City of Kingston were opened by the City manager in City Hall on May 6th. 

Bids received: WasteManagement $ 6.27 for 2266 units total $ 14,207.82

WCI $ 6.23 for 2288 units total $14,254.24

A motion by Councilman McClure, second by Councilman Collins to award the bid to WCI for the waste collection in the amount of $6.23 per unit for waste collection in the City. The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote. 7 Ayes

B - PARK AND RECREATION APPOINTMENTS

Mayor McKeethan reappointed Maureen Umberhagan, Larry Mills and Rick Ross to serve another 4-year term on the Park & Rec. committee. These terms to expire on June 30, 2007.

A motion by Councilman Creswell, second by Councilwoman Humphreys to appoint Kenneth Stewart to serve a 4 year term on the Park & Rec. commission. This appointment will expire on June 30, 2008. 7 Ayes

NEW BUSINESS

A – FIRST READING OF ORDINANCE ON FY 2004/2005 CITY BUDGET

A motion by Councilman McClure, second by Councilman Creswell to adopt on first reading ordinance #4-5-11-1, making and fixing the annual FY2004/2005 budget for several departments and levying a tax rate of $1.27 to defray the expenses of the operation. The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.

B – FIRST READING OF ORDINANCE TO ADOPT FY2004/2005 WATER 

BUDGET FOR WATER AND SEWER

A motion by Councilman Sugarman, second by Councilman Creswell to adopt on first reading ordinance #12, adopting the annual budget for the water and sewer department beginning July 1, 2004 and ending June 30, 2005; and establishing water and sewer rates and the expenses of the operation. The motion passed with the following roll call vote taken: Councilman Collins, Aye; Councilman Creswell, Aye; Councilwoman Humphreys, Aye; Councilman McClure, Nay; Councilman Rivers, Aye; Councilman Sugarman, Aye; Mayor McKeethan, Aye. 6 Ayes 1 Nay

C – FIRST READING OF ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE 2003/2004 BUDGET

A motion by Councilman Sugarman, second by Councilman Creswell to adopt on first reading ordinance #4-5-11-3, to amend the budget appropriation for fiscal year 20003/2004 for the City of Kingston. The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote. 7 Ayes

E – FIRST READING OF ORDINANCE TO CHANGE ILLEGAL 

PARKING FINES

A motion by Councilman Creswell, second by Councilman Rivers to add ordinance #4-5-11-4, handicap parking on the agenda. The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote. 7 Ayes

A motion by Councilman Sugarman, second by Councilman Collins to adopt on first reading ordinance #4-5-11-4, amending its code of ordinances regulating the establishment and maintenance of parking spaces for handicapped person. A fee of $50.00 for any person violating any provision of this section. The motion passed 

with a unanimous roll call vote. 7 Ayes

A motion by Councilman Sugarman, second by Councilman Creswell to adopt on first reading ordinance #4-5-11-5, to amend its code of ordinances regulating the establishment of fines and penalties for illegal parking. Section 15-703 of the City Code will be changed to add a fee of $10.00 for illegal parking violations. The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote. 7 Ayes

E – RESOLUTION REQUESTING ROANE COUNTY TO PAY CITY IN 

LIEU TAX

Councilman Rivers stated that Roane County received service from the City Police, Fire and Street Departments. The City receives no tax moneys from the County for these services.

A motion by Councilman Rivers, second by Councilman Sugarman to adopt resolution #4-5-11-1, requesting Roane County pay the City of Kingston an In-Lieu tax for services they receive from the City. The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote. 7 Ayes

F – OPEN ALL BIDS RECEIVED AT COUNCIL MEETINGS

A motion by Councilwoman Humphreys, second by Councilman Creswell that all sealed bids be brought to the council table, opened by the mayor, read aloud and passed around for each council member to view. The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.

OTHER DISCUSSION

SPEED BUMPS ON CITY STREETS

A motion by Councilman Rivers, second by Councilman Sugarman to add to the prepared agenda speed bumps for discussion. The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote. 7 Ayes

It was decided that the need for a speed bump policy for some of the streets in the City should be addressed. This item will be on the work session agenda for June.

ADJOURN

A motion by Councilman McClure, second by Councilman Collins to adjourn the meeting passed with a unanimous voice vote.

Mayor McKeethan adjourned the meeting.
