A special called meeting of the Kingston City Council was held on Tuesday, May 22, 2007 at 7:00 p.m.  Mayor Beets called the meeting to order with Councilman Rivers giving the invocation and Councilman McClure leading the pledge.  Upon roll call the following members were present: Councilwoman DeVall, Councilman McClure, Councilman Miles, Councilman Rivers and Councilman Sugarman.  Councilman Creswell was absent.  Staff present: City Manager Jim Pinkerton, City Attorney Jack McPherson, Fiscal Officer Carolyn Brewer and City Clerk Eleanor Neal.

FIRST READING OF AN ORDINANCE TO ADOPT THE FY 07/08 BUDGET

Councilman Miles made a motion, second by Councilman Sugarman to adopt on first reading ordinance # 7-5-8-1, to adopt the budget appropriation ordinance for Fiscal Year 2007/08.

Councilman Rivers made a motion, second by Councilwoman DeVall to amend the motion to reduce the tax rate to $1.20; send a resolution to the City of Rockwood stating we will be charging a 5% franchise fee on electrical service for the citizens of Kingston; continue the 4% raise for the employees but make the employees pay ½ half of the health insurance increase; to hire 1 police officer and 3 firemen when funds are received from the franchise fee.  The motion failed with the following roll call vote recorded: Councilman DeVall, Nay: Councilman McClure, Nay; Councilman Miles, Nay; Councilman Rivers, Aye; Councilman Sugarman, Nay; Mayor Beets, Nay.  5 Nays  1 Aye
A vote on the original motion to adopt ordinance # 7-5-8-1, to adopt the 2007/08 budget passed with the following roll call vote recorded: Councilwoman DeVall, Nay; Councilman McClure, Aye; Councilman Miles, Aye; Councilman Rives, Nay; Councilman Sugarman, Aye; Mayor Beets, Aye.  4 Ayes  2 Nays

SECOND READING OF AN ORDINANCE TO ADOPT THE 07/08 WATER DEPARTMENT BUDGET
Councilman Miles made a motion, second by Councilman Sugarman to adopt on second reading ordinance #7-5-8-2, making and fixing the annual budget for the water and sewer departments, establishing the water and sewer rates and expenses of the operation.  The motion passed with the following roll call vote recorded: Councilwoman DeVall, Aye; Councilman McClure, Nay; Councilman Miles, Aye; Councilman Rivers, Nay; Councilman Sugarman, Aye; Mayor Beets, Aye.  4 Ayes  2 Nays
SECOND READING OF ORDINANCE TO CLOSE AND ABANDON PART OF A CITY STREET KNOWN AS EAST LOVELISS STREET IN KINGSTON, TENNESSEE

Councilman Miles made a motion, second by Councilwoman DeVall to adopt on second reading ordinance 7-5-8-5, to abandon any portion of the 300 block of east Loveliss Street between the East lane of North Third Street and Parks Street.  The motion passed with the following roll call vote recorded: Councilwoman DeVall, Aye; Councilman McClure, Absent; Councilman Miles, Aye; Councilman Rivers, Nay; Councilman Sugarman, Aye; Mayor Beets, Aye.  4 Ayes  1 Nay
Mayor Beets adjourned the meeting following a motion by Councilman Rivers, second by Councilman Miles which passed with a unanimous voice vote.
