A.   FIRST READING OF AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE SCALE REQUIREMENTS

FOR SITE PLANS IN THE ZONING ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF KINGTON 
Councilman Sugarman made a motion second by Councilman Creswell to adopt on first reading ordinance #7-4-10, amending the scale requirements for site plans in the zoning ordinance.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  5 Ayes

B.   FIRST READING OF AN ORDINANCE TO ADOPT THE INTERNATIONAL BUILDING CODE FOR THE CITY OF KINGSTON

Councilman Creswell made a motion second by Councilman Miles to adopt on first reading ordinance #7-5-8-3, to adopt the 2006 edition of the International Building Code.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  5 Ayes
C.   FIRST READING OF ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE CITY OF KINGSTON MUNICIPAL CODE TO ADOPT THE UNIFORM FIRE CODE BY REFERENCE CHAPTER 2, TITLE 7
Councilman Creswell made a motion, second by Councilman Miles to adopt on first reading ordinance #7-5-8-4, amending the municipal code to adopt the 2006 Uniform Fire Code by reference as Chapter 2, Title 7 as recommended by the National Fire Protection Association.   The motion passed with unanimous roll call vote.  5 Ayes

D.   APPROVE AND AUTHORIZE MAYOR TO EXECUTE AN AGREEMENT TO CLOSE A PORTION OF LOVELISS STREET

Councilman Miles made a motion second by Councilman Sugarman to approve the agreement and authorize Mayor Beets to execute the agreement with Roane County to close a portion of E. Loveliss Street.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  5 Ayes
E.   FIRST READING OF AN ORDINANCE CLOSING AND ABANDONING PART OF A CITY STREET KNOWN AS EAST LOVELISS STREET

Councilman Miles made a motion second by Councilman Sugarman to adopt on first reading ordinance #7-5-8-5, to closing and abandoning East Loveliss Street between Third Street and Parks Street.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  5 Ayes

F.   FIRST READING OF ORDINANCE #7-5-8-1 TO ADOPT THE BUDGET APPROPRIATION ORDINANCE FOR FISCAL YEAR 2007/08 FOR THE CITY OF KINGSTON

A motion by Councilman Sugarman to adopt ordinance 7-5-8-1, to adopt the FY 2007/08 budget for the City failed for lack of a second.

G.  FIRST READING OF ORDINANCE #7-5-8-2 MAKING AND FIXING THE ANNUAL BUDGET FOR THE WATER AND SEWER DEPARTMENT OF THE CITY OF KINGSTON FOR THE FISCAL YEAR BEGINNING JULY 1, 2007 AND ENDING JUNE 30, 2008 AND FURTHER BEING AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING WATER AND SEWER RATES AND EXPENSES OF THE KINGSTON WATER AND SEWER DEPARTMENT
Councilman Miles made a motion second by Councilman Creswell to adopt on first reading ordinance #7-5-8-2, to adopt the FY 2007/08 budget for the water and sewer department and to set the water and sewer rates and the expenses of operation.  The motion passed with the following roll call vote recorded: Councilman Creswell, Aye; Councilman Miles, Aye; Councilman Rivers, Nay; Councilman Sugarman, Aye; Mayor Beets, Aye.  4 Ayes  1 Nay

H.   ADOPT A RESOLUTION SCHEDULING A PUBLIC HEARING TO DETERMINE WHETHER A CERTAIN TERRITORY SHOULD BE ANNEXED TO THE CITY OF KINGSTON

Councilman Miles made a motion second by Councilman Creswell to adopt resolution #7-5-8-1 to schedule a public hearing to determine if certain territory on Gallaher Road should be annexed into the City.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  5 Ayes

I.   CONSIDER AND ADOPT A RESOLUTION REFERRING AN ANNEXATION STUDY, PROPOSED ANNEXATION ORDINANCE, A ZONING MAP, AMENDMENT ORDINANCE AND PLAN OF SERVICES RESOLUTION TO THE PLANNING COMMISSION FOR AN AREA ON GALLAHER ROAD

Councilman Miles made a motion second by Councilman Creswell to adopt resolution 7-5-8-2, to send to the proposed annexation study, zoning map, amendment ordinance and plan of services be referred to the planning commission.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  5 Ayes
