The motion passed with the following roll call vote recorded: Councilman Collins, Aye; Councilwoman Humphreys, Aye; Councilman McClure, Aye; Councilman Rivers, Nay; Councilman Sugarman, Aye; Mayor McKeethan, Aye.  5 Ayes 1 Nay

WATER FRONT DEVELOPMENT MASTER PLAN CONTRACT

A motion by Councilman Rivers, second by Councilman Collins to authorize the execution of a contract for the Water Front Development Master Plan with Bullock Smith & Partners as so budgeted.  A plan to study would be in four phases and cost $90,400.00.
