4.   PREVIOUS MINUTES

Councilman Miles made a motion, second by Councilman Sugarman to waive the reading and approve the minutes of the regular meeting on July 12 and a special called meeting on July 19, 2007 as corrected.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

A.   MAYOR AND COUNCIL MEMBERS - Mayor Beets appointed Teresa Ferguson as the council representative on the Kingston Regional Planning Commission.

7.   OLD BUSINESS

A.   APPROVE AND AUTHORIZE THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE RATIFICATION TO AMEND CHAPTER 298 OF THE PRIVATE ACT OF 1972 AND ANY OTHER ACTS AMENDATORY THERETO RELATIVE TO READING ORDINANCES BEFORE PASSAGE BY THE CITY COUNCIL

Councilman McClure made a motion, second by Councilman Sugarman to adopt resolution #7-7-10, approving the act of the Tennessee General Assembly to amend the charter of the City of Kingston relative to the reading of ordinances at council meetings before passage.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

B.   SECOND READING OF AN ORDINANCE TO ABANDON A CITY STREET KNOWN AS KELLY’S LANDING IN THE VILLAGES OF CENTER FARM

Councilman Sugarman made a motion, second by Councilwoman DeVall to adopt on second reading ordinance # 7-6-12-3, to abandon any portion of Kelly’s Landing and make no further claims to ownership or use of this property.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.

C.   SECOND READING OF AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE PRESENT CITY OF KINGSTON MUNICIPAL FLOOD DAMAGE PREVENTION ORDINANCE WITH AN UPDATED INSURANCE RATE MAP ADOPTION DATE
Councilman McClure made a motion, second by Councilman Sugarman to adopt on second reading ordinance #7-6-12-4, amend the present Municipal Flood Damage Prevention ordinance with an updated flood insurance rate map adoption date.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

D.   ACCEPT $250,000 GRANT FROM THE TENNESSE HOUSING DEVELOPMENT AGENCY

Councilman Sugarman made a motion, second by Councilwoman DeVall to accept the $250,000 grant from the Tennessee Housing Development Agency for the rehab of low income family homes in Kingston.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

A.   FIRST READING OF AN ORDINANCE TO PROVIDE FOR THE DESIGN, INSTALLATION, USE AND PERMITTING OF GATES AND BARRIERS ACROSS STREETS AND DRIVEWAYS RESTRICTING VEHICULAR ACCESS AND PROVIDING FOR EMERGENCY ACCESS AND DEFINING LIABILITIES AND RESPONSIBLITIES FOR REPAIR

Councilman McClure made a motion, second by Councilman Sugarman to postpone any action on this item until the August meeting.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.

B.   FIRST READING OF AN AMENDMENT TO THE BEER ORDINANCE AS A RESULT OF THE RESPONSIBLE VENDOR ACT OF 2006

Councilman McClure made a motion, second by Councilwoman DeVall to adopt on first reading ordinance #7-7-10-2, to amend Chapter 3, Subsection 1 of Section 8-313, 8-314 and 8-318 and add a new section 8-324 of the Kingston Municipal Code referring to the sale, storage, distribution and manufacturing of beer.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.

C.   APPROVE AND AUTHORIZE MAKING PRE-APPLICATION FOR THE TDEC LPRF GRANT
Councilman McClure made a motion, second by Councilman Sugarman to approve the filing of a pre-application LPRF grant for the Park and Rec. department.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

D.   APPROVE AND AUTHORIZE MAKING APPLICATION FOR THE COMMUNITY ENHANCEMENT GRANT

Councilman McClure made a motion, second by Councilwoman DeVall to approve filing application for the Community enhancement Grant.  Monies would be used in the Park and Rec., Police, Southwest Point Fort and the library.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.

E.  APPROVE AND AUTHORIZE MAKING APPLICATION FOR THE TML SAFETY PARTNERS MATCHING GRANT (50/50)

Councilman McClure made a motion, second by Councilwoman Ferguson to submit application for a “Safety Partners” Loss Control Matching Grant.  This grant is through TML Risk Management Pool and is a 50/50 matching grant.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

F.  APPROVE AND AUTHORIZE THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE A LENDING AGREEMENT WITH LADD LANDING FOR 20% MATCHING FUNDS FOR TRANSPORTATION ENHANCEMENT GRANT (FOR BICYCLE/PEDESTRAIN TRAILS AT LADD LANDING)

 Councilman McClure made a motion, second by Councilwoman DeVall to authorize the mayor to execute a capital outlay note in the amount of $500,000.00 from Ladd Landing LLC for matching grant money to develop Rose Crossing.  The motion passed with the following roll call vote recorded: Councilwoman DeVall, Aye; Councilwoman Ferguson, Aye; Councilman McClure, Nay; Councilman Miles, Aye; Councilman Sugarman, Aye; Councilman Williams, Abstained; Mayor Beets, Aye.  5 Ayes  1 Nay  1 Abstain

G.   AUTHORIZE THE MAYOR TO RE-ESTABLISH AND MAKE APPOINTMENTS TO THE KINGSTON GROWTH COMMITTEE

Mayor Beets appointed City Manager Jim Pinkerton as the City of Kingston representative on the Roane County Growth Committee.

Councilman McClure made a motion, second by Councilman Sugarman to accept the appointments of City Manager Pinkerton, Councilman Williams, Councilman Sugarman Councilman Miles and Mayor Beets to the Kingston Growth Committee.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes 
H.   APPROVE AND AUTHORIZE PREPARATION OF A LETTER TO OFFICIALS IN THE CITY OF VERONEZH, RUSSIA INITIATING A CULTURAL EXCHANGE WITH THE CITY OF KINGSTON, TENNESSEE
Councilman Sugarman made a motion, second by Councilman McClure to authorize Attorney McPherson to prepare and Mayor Beets to sign a letter to the officials of Veronezh, Russia initiating a culture exchange.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes
I.  APPOINT MARTY MILES AS COUNCIL REPRESENTATIVE FOR THE PARKS & RECREATION COMMISSION

Councilman McClure made a motion, second by Councilman Sugarman to appoint Councilman Miles as the council representative to the Parks and Recreation Committee.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

J.   APPOINT JULIE MCGILL, ERIC CLARK AND JAMEY DAVIS TO FOUR-YEAR TERMS ON THE PARKS AND RECREATION COMMISSION BEGINNING JULY 2007 AND ENDING JUNE 30, 2011
Councilman Miles made a motion, second by Councilwoman Ferguson to take the recommendation of the Parks and Recreation Commission to appoint Julie McGill, Eric Clark and Jamey Davis to four (4) year terms on the commission.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

K.  APPOINT MARTY MILES AS VICE MAYOR OF THE KINGSTON CITY COUNCIL

Councilman McClure made a motion, second by Councilwoman DeVall to elect Councilman Miles as Vice Mayor.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

 Mayor Beets adjourned the meeting following a motion by Councilman McClure, second by Councilman Miles and a unanimous voice vote.
