PREVIOUS MINUTES

A motion by Councilman McClure, second by Councilman Sugarman to waive the reading and approve as written the minutes of a special called meeting on May 31, the regular meeting on June 13 and a special called meeting on June 15, 2005. A motion by Councilman McClure, second by Councilman Miles to adopt on second reading ordinance #5-6-14-4, to annex certain territory known as the North Gallaher Road area and to incorporate same within the corporate boundaries of the City of Kingston.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

*SECOND READING OF ORDINANCE TO REZONE THE GALLAHER ROAD AREA

A motion by Councilman Rivers, second by Councilman McClure to adopt on second reading ordinance #5-6-14-5, to amend the zoning map of the City of Kingston by zoning the newly annexed territory known as the North Gallaher Road area.  This includes Gallaher Road from the present City limits to the Oak Ridge City limits at Popular Springs Road.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes
*SECOND READING OF ORDINANCE TO ANNEX THE LAWNVILLE ROAD AREA
A motion by Councilman Rivers, second by Councilman Sugarman to adopt on second reading ordinance #5-6-14-6, to annex certain territory on the Lawnville Road interchange area into the corporate limits of the City of Kingston.  This will include Lawnville Road, Lawson Mill Road, Young’s Creek Way, Ladd Landing Way, High Point Orchard and Galilean Road. A motion by Councilman McClure, second by Councilman Sugarman to adopt on second reading ordinance #5-6-14-8, to annex certain territory between I-40 and the current City limits known as the Morrison Hill area.(Rose property)  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes
*SECOND READING OF ORDINANCE TO REZONE THE MORRISON HILL AREA

A motion by Councilman Sugarman, second by Councilman Creswell to adopt on second reading ordinance #5-6-14-9, to amend the zoning ordinance by rezoning the newly annexed area of Morrison Hill.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

B. CHEROKEE MIDDLE SCHOOL TRAFFIC STUDY – SAM PARNELL

Mr. Sam Parnell, engineer with TDOT, has been authorized by council to do a study of the traffic problem at Cherokee Middle School.  A summary from Mr. Parnell had been given to members of the council for their review.  Mr. Parnell gave an overview of his findings and his recommendations to prevent traffic problems on Paint Rock Road and James Ferry Road before and after school.


A motion by Councilman McClure, second by Councilman Creswell to accept the traffic study prepared by Mr. Sam Parnell.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.

N. APPROVAL OF A RESOLUTION TO CHANGE WIDTH REQUIREMENTS AND DENSITY OF PARKING SPACES IN THE CITY OF KINGSTON

A motion by Councilman McClure, second by Councilman Rivers to adopt, without reading, resolution  #5-7-12-5, to require a change in the width and density requirements for parking spaces required by the zoning code of the City of Kingston.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

O. APPROVE A LETTER OF INTENT  TO DAVE WESTBERG  CONCERNING THE PADDLE BOAT

A motion by Councilman McClure, second by Councilman Creswell to authorize the City Manager to send a letter of intent to Dave Westberg  for construction of a dock.

A motion by Councilman McClure, second by Councilman Miles to authorize Mayor Beets to be added to the checking accounts for the City and Water department; authorize Mayor Beets to sign checks on these accounts and approve a credit card for use by Mayor Beets.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

Q.   APPOINTMENT TO ROANE COUNTY COORDINATING COMMITTEE
A motion by Councilman McClure, second by Councilman Creswell to appoint City Manager Jim Pinkerton to serve on the coordinating Committee.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

With no other items of business to come before the council, Mayor Beets adjourned the meeting following a motion by Councilman McClure, second by Councilman Rivers passed with a unanimous voice vote.
