1. CALL TO ORDER – The Regular Meeting of the Kingston City Council was called to order on Tuesday, July 8, 2008 at 7:00 p.m. by Mayor Beets.

2. INVOCATION AND PLEDGE – City Manager Jim Pinkerton gave the invocation and Councilman McClure led the pledge.

3. ROLL CALL – Upon roll call the following members were present: Councilwoman DeVall, Councilwoman Ferguson, Councilman McClure, Councilman Sugarman, Councilman Williams and Mayor Beets.  Councilman Miles was absent.  Staff present: City Manager Jim Pinkerton, City Attorney Jack McPherson, Finance Director Carolyn Brewer and City Clerk Eleanor Neal.

4.   PREVIOUS MINUTES


A motion was made by Councilwoman DeVall, second by Councilwoman Ferguson to waive the reading and approve as written the minutes of the regular meeting on June 20, a special called emergency meeting on June 10, a special called meeting on June 23 and a special called meeting on June 26, 2008.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  6 Ayes

      A.  SECOND READING OF AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF KINGSTON PROVIDING FOR LICENSING AND REGULATION OF ADULT-ORIENTED BUSINESSES


A motion made by Councilman Sugarman, second by Councilwoman DeVall to postpone until the August work session.  The motion failed with the following roll call vote recorded: Councilwoman DeVall, Aye; Councilwoman Ferguson, Nay; Councilman McClure, Nay; Councilman Sugarman, Aye; Councilman Williams, Nay; Mayor Beets, Aye.  3  Ayes  3 Nays


A motion made by Councilman Williams, second by Councilman McClure to adopt on second reading ordinance #8-6-10-4, providing for the licensing and regulation of adult-oriented businesses.


A motion made by Councilman Williams, second by Councilman McClure to amend Section 9-614 by adding “any City, County, Federal or Religious Holiday”.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  6 Ayes

A motion made by Councilwoman Ferguson, second by Councilwoman DeVall to amend the motion to say “any recognized State or Federal Holiday”.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  6 Ayes

A motion made by Councilwoman Williams, second by Councilwoman Ferguson to add “Good Friday”.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  6 Ayes


The original motion as amended Section 9-614 Hours of Operation will read “(1) No adult-oriented establishment shall be open between the hours of 10:00 P.M. and 10:00 A.M. Monday, through Saturday, nor shall such adult-oriented establishments be allowed to open on any Sunday, Good Friday or any state or federally recognized holiday”.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  6 Ayes
8   NEW BUSINESS

      A.  APPROVE AND AUTHORIZE THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE THE FY 2008/09 DISPATCH AGREEMENT WITH THE ROANE COUNTY EMERGENCY COMMUNICATIONS DISTRICT


A motion made by Councilman McClure, second by Councilwoman DeVall to authorize the Mayor to execute the dispatch agreement for FY2008/09 with RCECD.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  6 Ayes
      B.   ADOPT A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE CITY OF KINGSTON TO PARTICIPATE IN THE TML RISK MANAGEMENT POOL “SAFETY PARTNERS” LOSS CONTROL MATCHING GRANT PROGRAM ($1500 TML FUNDS; $1500 MATCHING CITY FUNDS FOR A TOTAL OF $3000)

A motion made by Councilman McClure, second by Councilwoman Ferguson to adopt resolution 8-7-8, to authorize the City to participate in the TML Risk Management Pool 


“Safety Partners” Loss Control Matching Grant Program.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  6 Ayes

      C.  FIRST READING OF AN ORDINANCE TO SET THE GARBAGE COLLECTION FEE CHARGE TO THE PERSONS QUALIFIED FOR PROPERTY TAX RELIEF UNDER THE PROVISIONS OF TCA 67-5-701 THROUGH 704

A motion made by Councilwoman Ferguson, second  by Councilwoman DeVall to adopt on first reading ordinance #8-7-8, to set the garbage collection fee for persons on Tax Relief at five dollars ($5.00) per month.  The motion passed with the following roll call vote recorded: Councilwoman DeVall, Aye; Councilwoman Ferguson, Aye; Councilman McClure, Aye; Councilman Sugarman, Aye; Councilman Williams, Nay; Mayor Beets, Aye.   5 Ayes  1 Nay

      D.   CONSIDERATION OF AN ORDINANCE THAT PROVIDES FOR A TIERED SYSTEM OF SEWAGE SERVICE FEES FOR CUSTOMERS ON STEP SYSTEMS AND/OR CUSTOMERS NOT CONNECTED TO THE CITY SEWER SYSTEM

A motion made by Councilman Williams to instruct the City Manager to proceed immediately to with a sludge handling facility to handle step sewer systems.  The motion failed for lack of a second.


A motion made by Councilman Williams to reduce the cost of sewer by ten dollars ($10.00) for residents in the City on a step system or not tied on the City sewer system.  The motion failed for lack of a second.
      E.   COUNCIL APPOINTMENT OF EMILY NUNN TO FULFILL THE TERM OF DOT HANNAH AT THE RECOMMENDATION OF THE KINGSTON LIBRARY BOARD

A motion made by Councilman McClure, second by Councilman Sugarman to appoint Emily Nunn to fill the unexpired term on Dot Hannah on the library board.  This term will expire on 10-31-08.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  6 Ayes

      F.   COUNCIL APPOINTMENT OF PAUL ROGERS, SONNY HUNTER AND WAYNE SMITH TO ANOTHER FOUR-YEAR TERM ON THE KINGSTON PARKS AND RECREATION COMMISSION BEGINNING JULY  1, 2008 AT THE RECOMMENDATION OF THE COMMISSION


A motion made by Councilman Sugarman, second by Councilwoman Ferguson to appoint Paul Rogers, Sonny Hunter and Wayne Smith to serve another four-year term on the Parks and Recreation Commission.  These terms will expire on June 30, 2012.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  6 Ayes


Mayor Beets adjourned the meeting following a motion by Councilman McClure, second by Councilwoman Ferguson and a unanimous voice vote by the Council.
