Councilman McClure made a motion, second by Councilman Sugarman to waive the reading and approve as written the minutes of the regular meeting on July 10, 2007.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

7.  OLD BUSINESS

A.  SECOND READING OF AN AMENDMENT TO THE BEER ORDINANCE AS A RESULT OF THE RESPONSIBLE VENDOR ACT OF 2006

Councilman McClure made a motion, second by Councilman Miles to adopt on second reading ordinance #7-7-10-2, amending Chapter three (3) of the Kingston Municipal Code regarding the sale, storage, distribution and manufacturing of beer.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

A.  FIRST READING OF AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 10-203 AND SECTION 11-604 OF THE MUNICIPAL ZONING CODE REGARDING SIGNAGE INCLUDING OFF SITE OUTDOOR ADVERTISING SIGNS (BILLBOARDS) IN THE CITY OF KINGSTON, AND AMENDING 11-701 REGARDING THE ENFORCING OFFICER
Councilman McClure made a motion, second by Councilman Sugarman to adopt on first reading ordinance #7-8-14, to amend Section 10-203, Section 11-604 and 11-701 of the Municipal Zoning Code regarding signs, billboards and other advertising structures and enforcing officer.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

B.  APPROVE AND AUTHORIZE THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE WORKING AGREEMENT HM-07-23 BETWEEN THE STATE OF TENNESSEE, TENNESSEE HOUSING DEVELOPMENT AGENCY AND THE CITY OF KINGSTON IN THE AMOUNT OF $250,000

Councilman McClure made a motion, second by Councilwoman DeVall to authorize Mayor Beets to execute the agreement with the Tennessee Housing Developing Agency in the amount of $250,000 to be used for the rehab of six (6) homes in Kingston.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

C.  APPROVE AND AUTHORIZE THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE A CONTRACT FOR HOUSING REHABILITATION RELATED SERVICES BETWEEN THE CITY OF KINGSTON AND  BARGE, WAGGONER, SUMNER AND CANNON, INC. FOR THE KINGSTON REHABILITATION PROGRAM, 2007 HOME PROGRAM
Councilman McClure made a motion, second by Councilwoman DeVall to authorize Mayor Beets to execute a contract with Barge, Waggoner, Sumner and Cannon for the 2007 Home Program for the rehab of homes in Kingston.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes
D.  APPROVE AND AUTHORIZE MAYOR TO EXECUTE THE ANNUAL AGREEMNT BETWEEN CITY OF KINGSTON AND CENTRAL DISPATCH FOR FISCAL YEAR 2007-2008

Councilman McClure made a motion, second by Councilwoman Ferguson to authorize Mayor Beets to sign the 2007-08 agreement with Roane County Emergency Communication District for dispatch services.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

E.  APPROVE AND AUTHORIZE MAKING APPLICATION FOR THE SAFERS GRANT

Councilman McClure made a motion, second by Councilwoman DeVall to approve the fire department to make an application for the Safers Grant.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

F.  DISCUSSION AND POSSIBLE ACTION REGARDING THE FALLEN OFFICERS MEMORIAL
Councilman Williams made a motion, second by Councilman Miles to put this item on the work session agenda for September 4th.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

Councilman McClure made a motion, second by Councilman Sugarman to adjourn the meeting.  The motion passed with a unanimous voice vote.

Mayor Beets adjourned the meeting.
