REGULAR MEETING – KINGSTON CITY COUNCIL
TUESDAY, AUGUST 8, 2006 – 7:OO P.M.

KINGSTON COMMUNITY CENTER

The regular meeting of the Kingston City council meeting was called to order by Mayor Beets at 7:00 p.m. on Tuesday, August 8, 2006 in the community center.  Councilman Rivers gave the invocation and Mayor Beets led the pledge.  Upon roll call the following members were in attendance: Councilwoman DeVall, Councilman Rivers and Councilman Sugarman.  Staff present: City Manager Jim Pinkerton, City Attorney Jack McPherson, Fiscal Officer Carolyn Brewer and City Clerk Eleanor Neal.  Councilman Creswell arrived at 7:15, Councilman McClure arrived at 7:45 and Councilman Miles was absent.

PREVIOUS MINUTES

A motion made by Councilman Rivers, second by Councilwoman DeVall to waive the reading and approve as written the minutes of the regular meeting on July 11 and a special called meeting on July 18, 2006.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  4 Ayes

Mayor Beets asked if there were any objections to moving item #7 Old Business section A and item #8 New Business section H to the end of the prepared agenda.  No one objected.  

CITIZEN COMMENTS

Dottie Dunn, Keep Roane Beautiful - wanted to know when the City would be hiring a codes enforcement officer and the property on N. Kentucky Street needs to be cleaned up.

REPORTS

A.  COUNCIL MEMBERS - Mayor Beets presented a Public Safety Award to fire fighter Ruthie Fadnek and her son Logan for saving a five (5) year old child that had fallen into the lake during the July 4th weekend.

The mayor, city manager along with Joe Caldwell had gone to Nashville on Friday to meet with Nancy Sartor of TDOT concerning the Rose Crossing Project (Morrison Hill Crossing) approaching deadline.  Mayor Beets also stated he had been approached concerning a county wide sign ordinance for political signs.
B.  DEPARTMENT REPORTS – April Johnson, Park and Rec.; Steve Jacks, Library.

C.  CITY MANAGER REPORT – Mr. Pinkerton reported that Mike Woody and Willie Gordon are taking care of codes enforcement.  Mr. Gordon gave a report about the work they are doing to clean up property and signs in the City.  He said the owner of the property on N. Kentucky will  

begin work on the building and grounds soon.  Mr. Pinkerton also reported on the 2005/06 budget report; fire hydrants for the downtown area; N. Kentucky Street Project; Gallaher Road Sewer Project; Bonnyview Water Tank Rehab Project; he would be advertising for statements of qualifications for engineering on the Morrison Hill Crossing (Rose Crossing); ORUD reading water meters and  Highway 70 bridge water line.

THE FOLLOWING AREAS: GALLAHER ROAD INTERCHANGE; ROANE STREET;      FAIRGROUND TOWNHOUSES AND REMOVAL OF F-1 FLOODWAY DISTRCT

Councilman Sugarman made a motion, second by Councilman Creswell to adopt on first reading ordinance #6-8-8-2, to annex the area known as Pickett Place on Ladd Landing Way. (Map 59, Parcel 11.00)  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  5 Ayes

F.  FIRST READING OF AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE ZONING MAP OF THE

CITY OF KINGSTON, TENNESSEE BY ZONING NEWLY ANNEXED TERRITORY TO       R-2, RESIDENTAL DISTRICT

Councilman Creswell made a motion, second by Councilman Sugarman to adopt on first reading ordinance #6-8-8-3, amending the zoning map by zoning newly annexed Pickett Place as R-2 Residential District.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  5 Ayes
