PREVIOUS MINUTES

Councilman Miles made a motion, second by Councilwoman DeVall to waive the reading and approve as written the minutes of the regular meeting on August 8, 2006.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

CITIZEN COMMENTS

Clinton Vaughn stated something needs to be done about the flooding on Willowbrook Drive.

Mr. Pinkerton said we need the help of an engineer to see which way the water needs to flow and that we would get this done when money is available to do so.

Mr. Vaughn stated the residence are not willing to wait for an engineer or the money and something needs to be done now—that the City is obligated to keep the ditches cleaned out all the way to the end of the street.

Mr. Pinkerton – the contract states the contractor is responsible for any damages incurred.
